Executive Summary:

1.1
General

· The WLAN SWG met for 4 sessions at SA1#25.

· There were 13 input documents in total: 5 LSs and 8 input contributions.

· The topics covered included Network and PLMN Selection for 3GPP-WLAN interworking, corrections to TS 22.234 WLAN, WLAN preferred identities list, Clarification of Interworking between PLMN and WLANs, and Clarification of the relationship between different levels of WLAN interworking
· There are 7 output documents of which there are 5 output CRs and 2 LSs.

· It was requested that the WLAN SWG be allocated 4 sessions at the next SA1 meeting as there is considerable interest in the work on 3GPP - WLAN interworking and this amount of time will be necessary to handle the number of documents expected.
