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	In some scenarios the user will benefit from being able to add entries to the WLAN preferred identities list so that for example the preferred WLAN access point can always be tried first. At the same time the home PLMN of the subscriber may need to access and modify the list when for example there is a new WLAN preferred identity or when the subscriber requests to revert to the default list. 
It is then beneficial to give both the user and the HPLMN of the user write permission for this list.
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	It is required that the WLAN preferred identities list can be manipulated both by the user and by the HPLMN of the subscriber. 
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	Poor user experience in case the user has no ability to enter the preferred WLAN identity. Equally poor user experience if there are wrong entries in the list or if the list is not up to date. 
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6.1.1.1 PLMN selection procedures

General

For the purpose of selecting a PLMN two lists may be present in the UICC: the “User Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN” and the “Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN”. It is not mandatory for the UICC to support these lists, however if the “Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN” is supported then the “User Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN” shall also be present. Both the lists contain the preferred PLMNs for I-WLAN in priority order, and the User Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN has higher priority than the Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN. 

The purpose of the procedure is to enable the UE to find a I-WLAN, however, in case no PLMN is found to be supported by any of the available WLANs, the behaviour of the UE is not specified.

For the purpose of selecting the preferred I-WLAN in case multiple I-WLANs can support the connection to the desired PLMN and for optimising the PLMN selection, the UICC may contain a WLAN identities' preference lists provisioned by the operator. It shall be possible for the user to manipulate this list (i.e. add, delete, edit entries).  
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
