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1. Introduction
As the first step of the Feasibility Study on behavior of multi system UEs, we should add a definition of multi system UEs to clarify.
2. Discussion
2.1. Definition and clarification of multi system UEs
There is a simple explanation regarding multi-mode terminals in TS 22.011, “3.2.3 Network selection for Multi-mode terminals with 3GPP Capability.” The meaning of multi-mode terminals is very similar to that of multi system UEs of the new Work Item. Thus by referring to the TS 22.011, we suggest a definition of the multi system UEs for new TR. 
The 3GPP capability of TS 22.011 can be considered 3GPP system such as GSM, WCDMA and GPRS. On the other hand, we can divide non-3GPP system into other cellular system and non-cellular system. Multi system UEs have both 3GPP capability and non-3GPP capability.
Based on the above we propose the definition of the multi system UEs as the following. 
Multi system UEs are UEs which support both 3GPP system (e.g. GSM, WCDMA, and GPRS) and non-3GPP system (other cellular system or non-cellular system). 
· 3GPP system
· GSM, WCDMA, and GPRS
· non-3GPP system 

· other cellular system
· other 2G system: IS-95A/B (CDMA series), PDC, etc
· other 3G system: CDMA 2000 1x (CDMA series), etc
· non-cellular system
· WLAN, etc 
3. Suggestions
We propose to add a definition of the Multi system UEs to a new TR.
Multi system UEs: UEs which support both 3GPP system (e.g. GSM, WCDMA, and GPRS) and non-3GPP system (other cellular system or non-cellular system)
