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1. Introduction

This paper is intended to provide SA1 with a shared view of the future telecommunication scenario in the Release 7 timeframe.  By generating a shared view this paper seeks to improve the efficiency of improve the efficiency of discussion on the various SA1 work items directed towards Release 7.
2. Future Scenario

The following expectations should be added to the stakeholder expectations expressed in Table 1, Section 5 of TR21.902; Evolution of 3GPP System (Release 6).
a. User Experience

Users will expect to access common voice and data services wherever they are in a geographic region, (whether mobile, nomadic or fixed) by the most cost effective means.  They will expect the services to be delivered to them in a seamless manner, regardless of where and how they move.
b. Network Operators

Network Operators will require interconnection with networks other than 3GPP to enable a consistent service delivery regardless of the access network chosen by the user.
Network Operators will require appropriate secure measures on the interfaces to these networks so that it can be confident that the security of their own operation cannot be compromised.

Network Operators will need to ensure that adequate measures are in place to appropriately authenticate users.  (Other network technologies do not currently demand SIM card authentication of users).

Network Operators will need to support handovers between their 3GPP network and Networks based on other technologies such that the user perceives a secure, seamless service delivery.
