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1 Introduction

This document proposes the charging principles for Combinational Services. It also outlines a basic and an enhanced set of charging requirements and proposes a text for inclusion in TR 22.979. 
2 Discussion

As a basic requirement, it must be possible to charge the media components of a Combinational Service separately, i.e. 

· Each media component is a chargeable event on it’s own, which can e.g. be charged to the party originating the media

· The principles of such charging are outlined in TS 22.115 section 4.3.1.2 ff., except for the charging option “charge for individual components of sessions even if there is no identifiable service”.  

As an enhanced requirement, it might consider correlation of charging events (as also mentioned in the CSICS WID SP-040467), i.e. 

· Each media component is chargeable and a correlation between the charged media shall be performed to introduce dedicated charging schemes, e.g. discounts.

3 Proposal

It is proposed that the following text is included in chapter 8 of TR 22.979:

8. Charging aspects for Combinational Service

As a basic requirement, it must be possible to charge the media components of a Combinational Service as follows:
· Each media component is a chargeable event on it’s own, which can e.g. be charged to the party originating the media

· The principles of such charging are outlined in TS 22.115 section 4.3.1.2 ff., except for the charging option “charge for individual components of sessions even if there is no identifiable service”.  

As an enhanced requirement, it must be possible to charge the media components of a Combinational Service as follows:
· Each media component is chargeable and a correlation between the charged media shall be performed to introduce dedicated charging schemes, e.g. discounts.
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
