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1. Introduction

SA2 thanks CN1 and SA1 for their interesting liaisons regarding the use of SIP URIs with Instant Messaging (im) and Presence (pres) prefixes in IMS.  

SA2 has considered the decision of SA1 and discussed the architectural implications. 
It was noted that subclause 4.3.3 of TS 23.228 (version 6.6.0) states: "Routing of SIP signalling within the IMS shall use SIP URIs or other (non SIP) AbsoluteURIs. AbsoluteURIs are defined in RFC 2396 [13]. Routing of SIP signalling within the IMS using AbsoluteURI (non SIP) shall only be supported for IMS signalling from IMS user to external networks." SA2 understands that this is in-line with the new SA1 requirements. This means that IMS UEs can use im or pres URIs e.g. to initiate messages or subscriptions to external networks and that incoming requests with pres or im URIs need to be converted to SIP-URIs at the edge of the IMS network. SA2 will consider clarifications to TS 23.141 and TS 23.228 if deemed required.
