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1. Introduction
During the Vienna sub group meeting the issue if a subscription would be needed for use of a combinational service came up several times. This paper summarizes some ideas concerning such a subscription.
2. Discussion
According to TR 22.979 currently the prerequisites for use of combinational service are:
· a user A using a UE with CSI client
· a user B using a UE with CSI client or at least an IMS client (under discussion)

Additionally it seems to be assumed that 

· user A must have a valid subscription for CS calls as well as for accessing the IMS

· user B must have a valid subscription for CS calls as well as for accessing the IMS

Remark: IP multimedia application subscriptions are out of scope.

With the afore mentioned subscriptions the users will be able to setup parallel voice calls and IMS sessions. The value of combinational service is the simpler addition of a call or session and the possibility for special charging. From a user perspective it may not be easy to understand why a special subscription is necessary to use a simpler procedure. 
One of the ideas of introducing a combinational service is to push the use of IMS services. A separate subscription would be an additional obstacle for the user and the operator.

If a separate subscription is used several questions arise:
· when is the subscription checked for user A and user B

· is it necessary to distinguish between incoming request and outgoing (i.e. requesting the combinational service), e.g. a user being allowed to be invited to a combinational service but not being allowed to request one? This is closely related to the question if it is necessary for user B to have a CSI client or if an IMS client is sufficient.

· Are there use cases for users being allowed to use a combinational service without being allowed (subscribed) to use IMS sessions (uncombined)?

· Are there use cases for users being allowed to use a combinational service without being allowed (subscribed) to use voice calls?

3. Conclusion

A separate subscription for a combinational service would provide an operator with highest flexibility but adds remarkable complexity to the system without major benefit for the user. 
3. Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to section 4 of TR 22.979 saying that a subscription is not required.
________________________________________________________________
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Introduction to Combinational Service

· Combinational services are applicable to both UTRAN and GERAN. 
· It shall be possible:

-to initiate a combinational service with a CS call and to add an IMS/PS session later 

-to initiate a combinational service with an IMS/PS session and to add a CS call later
· The service shall enable the unidirectional exchange of PS data within the context of an IMS session
· The service shall enable the bidirectional (simultaneous send&receive) exchange of PS data within the context of a IMS session

· When the user A sends a multimedia content to a user B, the user B can accept or reject the multimedia content (confirmation from the receiving party is needed) and viceversa.
· The communication between user A and user B and the related charging shall continue even if a component drops
· The preconditions for a combinational service are
· User A has a valid subscription for voice calls as well as for accessing the IMS

· User B has a valid subscription for voice calls as well as for accessing the IMS
· No additional subscription to a combinational service is required either for user A or user B
· The service shall enable the communication:
–between a user (A) using a UE with CSI client and a user (B) using a UE with CSI client within the same PLMN and different PLMNs; 

· [if the called UE does not support a CSI client then a combinational session can not be established.]

–between a user A using UE with CSI client and user B using UE with (full) IMS client

–between users camping on different RATs
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
