1. Introduction

This contribution raises some concern regarding the proposed capability check for XIX and proposes to introduce a mechanism that would allow an operator to choose to inhibit the capability check when appropriate.  

2. Discussion

From a user point of view the XIX capability check assures the user that the recipient UE and the network(s) have the capabilities of supporting XIX service. This feature seems valuable especially in a scenario where the penetration of XIX capable terminals is low. However, if the penetration of XIX capable terminals would become sufficiently high (and of course it will!) and networks in general would provide the necessary support (indeed they shall!) then the XIX capability check may become unnecessary and indeed obsolete with time. Still it would probably consume some radio resources, at least for providing the XIX capability status to the originating side’s terminal. Therefore in some distant future an operator may want to inhibit the capability check in order to save radio resources.

3. Conclusion

An operator may want to inhibit the capability check for XIX in order to optimise the usage of radio resources, e.g. in a situation where the support of XIX in terminals and networks can be taken for granted.

4. Proposal

It is proposed to add the following text to TR22.979v020, section 6:

6 Service Capability Detection

[Editor’s note: This section includes potential issues in regards to “Service Capability Detection”, e.g. that the user has a terminal with the right capability and is registered to the IMS, that the appropriate subscription is in place, 2G PLMN supports DTM, etc.] 

· Before or during the combined component establishment between user A and user B the recipient (user B) UE capabilities need to be checked

· The detection of the capabilities of the recipient terminal shall ensure that information is updated in case of change of terminal

· An operator should have the mechanism to inhibit the capability check, or at least indicate to UE that it should not be performed.
