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Discussion

During the XIX SWG in Vienna the definitions of combinational service, combinational session and combinational call have been agreed. In particular, it was agreed that the definition of combinational call has a temporary nature and it would be removed if it appears during the development of the TR that it is not necessary to introduce a distinction between the nature of the combinational service according to what component (voice or data) is started first. 

Since the development is still in the early stages, T-Mobile believe that for the time being the above working assumption should be maintained and for this reason it is proposed to introduce a new definition describing a combinational service where the IMS session is initiated first. For reasons of consistency this type of combinational service should be called “Combinational Session” however this term is already used to describe the context of a combinational service, so a “reshuffling” seems to be necessary.

Proposal

It is proposed to introduce the definition of combinational session describing a combinational service in which a speech component is added to an ongoing data session between two users. On turn the existing term “combinational session” is replaced with the more appropriate term “combinational context” in the definition section and throughout the text of the technical report. 

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply.


Combinational Service: A combinational service is created by adding one or more IP multimedia component(s) to a CS call (or vice versa).  The CS and IMS components are established between the same participants.

Combinational call: this is the name given to the service in which a circuit switched speech teleservice is enriched by adding an IMS session where both services (session and CS call) are originated in one single UE and are terminated in another single UE.
Combinational Session: this is the name given to the service in which an ongoing IMS session between two users is enriched by adding a circuit switched based call. The individual service instances that form the combinational session are originated in a single UE and terminated in another single UE.
