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1. Overall Description:

SA3 would like to thank T2 for their LS on USIM and ISIM selection in the UE (T2-040349 = S3-040714). The LS from T2, as well as the contribution S3-040742 attached to this LS, deal with the question, which of the possibly several UICC applications (USIM or ISIM) shall be chosen when performing authentication over the Ub reference point in the Generic Bootstrapping Architecture (GBA).

In the CR to TS 33.220, contained in S3-040742, which was accepted at SA3#35, SA3 modified the section of TS 33.220 on which T2 based their comments. However, the particular feature on which T2 commented is still present. 

T2 made their comment on the usability of the UICC application selection dialog described in S3-040648, now superseded by S3-040742. For reference, the relevant section of the CR contained in S3-040742 is included below:
“…the GBA function shall choose among the active UICC applications; if there is more than one active UICC application, the GBA function may show a UICC application choosing dialogue to the end user (the list contains the "Labels" from the application list of the UICC), from which the end user chooses the UICC application to be selected;…”
T2 commented as follows: 

“T2 wished to question the rationale for expecting the user to select between the UICC applications, ... Is it feasible to expect the average user to be able to select the appropriate application? 

The above comment should be treated as an observation for SA3 to consider. However, it is expected that detailed discussion of this matter would be more appropriate if conducted between SA1 and SA3.”

SA3 acknowledges the concerns raised by T2, but would like to point out that the proposed UICC application selection dialogue with the user 

· is optional for implementation and use; 

· would be based on labels in the UICC understandable to the user (e.g. corporate use vs. private use); 
· would give the user the most control over which of his subscriptions is used in which context.
This is why SA3 considers it useful to allow this optional dialogue with the user.
