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Introduction

The Work Item “New Feasibility study on Combining CS calls and IMS sessions” (SP-040467) addresses the need of an enrichment of the CS speech with IMS sessions and vice versa IMS sessions with CS speech. 

However, the Work Item and the current draft lacks on a clear service definition. It would be helpful for the readers of the TR 22.979 to have a definition of the term definitions clarified. 

The main principle is the fact that the combinational service addresses the combination of CS calls and IMS sessions. Another aspect is that the individual services (e.g. CS speech, IMS service(s)) are between the same set of call parties and the charging aspects for the combinational service is arranged between these call parties. Finally the end-users will not look towards the combinational services as separated services but rather as a single IMS service or as an enriched CS speech service with multimedia content.  

The following definition captures the different aspects of Combinational Services: 

Combinational Service:

A combinational service is created by combining a CS call with one or more person-to-person IP multimedia services. The individual services that are combined to create the combinational service have the same session context (including call parties involved and charging context) and, when combined, appear as a single service to the end-users.
