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Introduction

At the last XIX SWG it was agreed to create a paragraph on the support of emulated supplementary services applicable to IMS sessions. This paragraph should mirror the existing paragraph 7.1 of the Technical Report. It was also agreed to study if the user experience is significantly impacted by the sequence in which the components are added to the combinational service. 

Proposal

The purpose of this document is to introduce the expected requirements for the support of a basic set of supplementary service (or more precisely emulation in IMS of those) that the user may want to have available during a combinational service and describe their impact on the other component of the service.

Supplementary services during a combinational Session

There is no standardised supplementary service defined for IMS session, however mechanisms exist (service capabilities) to emulate the behaviour of some of the most common supplementary services that exist in the circuit switched domain. 

A combinational session should support the following supplementary services. The expected behaviour of the circuit switched based speech session forming the combinational Session is also described:

· Session hold: the user may decide to place the session on hold, e.g. due to the wish of using the data capabilities of the UE for other purposes, or to initiate a different service. When this service is invoked the user should be able to decide whether the speech component of the combinational service should also be put on hold.
· Session  waiting: The user should be able to receive an indication of an attempt to terminate a new session (not part of the active combinational service context) towards his UE. Subject to the capability of the UE, the user should be provided with the option to switch between the ongoing session and the new incoming one, or accept the new one in parallel with the existing one. The speech component of the combinational service should continue during the alerting of the subscriber.

· Session forwarding: It should be possible for the user to decide to forward the incoming session to a different recipient. It should be possible, subject to the capability of the recipient, to forward to the same destination of the session also a speech component. 

· Session Barring: It should be possible for the network operator to bar the initiation of IMS sessions even when they are part of a combinational service. 
· Identity presentation: Existing rules apply to both CS and IMS components independently. 

· Identity restriction: Existing rules apply to both CS and IMS components independently, even if this results in the called party being unable to establish a combinational session.

Support of teleservices during a combinational call

It should be possible to receive an SMS while engaged in a combinational call.
