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1. Scope of the Report

If the report is intended to describe the requirements and characteristics of an All-IP Network, then the content should be examined for relevance. It appears that some of the content is not directly related to the all-IP requirement. Content not directly relevant should be removed and considered for inclusion in other reports and specifications as appropriate. 
An alternative is to change the title to reflect better the scope of the report. (For example, call it "Evolution of Mobile Networks") 
2. Alternative Approach 

Rather than start by specifying what is required of an All-IP Network, an alternative could be to identify characteristics about the existing mobile networks that need to be improved. It can then be determined how bring about the improvements. An all-IP based solution might solve some or all of these but that needs to be determined by analysis. 
Some key improvements that should be considered are:
· Reduce cost of current GPRS network

· OPEX

· CAPEX

· Reduce complexity of GPRS roaming

· Efficient network selection procedures

· Minimise user inter-action 

· Provision of local data services when roaming

· Need to consider how and when to provide local "breakout" for roaming customers

· Need to optimise home network control

· Optimisation of GPRS operation
· Need to decrease processing overhead (due to increase in complexity of coding to support GPRS).
