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1. Discussion

This document proposes changes to TR 22.978 v1.0.0 (S1-040960) based on the [UID] email discussion.
Although the topic of user identification within an AIPN has been discussed during the AIPN email discussion for a period of 4 weeks under the [UID] topic no new implications for user identification within an AIPN have been identified beyond the need for identification schemes to be scalable enough to cover a very large population of diverse terminals. For this reason it is proposed to delete the Editor’s Note in Chapter 5.1.1.13 indicating the need to consider ‘storage of User identification within the UICC within an AIPN’ as it appears that consideration of this within TR 22.978 is not necessary at this time.

Note this change does not preclude the consideration of User Identification issues within future work on TR 22.978. However, based on the AIPN email discussion of the [UID] topic it would appear that at present the current content of TR 22.978 addresses all the relevant issues hence this Editor’s Note should be removed.
