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Introduction / Proposal

It is agreed that the focus for evolution for AIPN is the PS domain, including IMS, together with areas such as IWLAN. In light of this decision every time the terms UTRAN and GERAN are used in TR 22.978 they are to be understood as PS UTRAN and PS GERAN. 

For the sake of clarity it is then proposed to add some text in the scope paragraph of the TR 22.978 to indicate that unless otherwise stated, the terms UTRAN and GERAN are to be understood as PS UTRAN and PS GERAN.

It is suggested to add the above statement in the scope section of TR 22.978.
