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Executive Summary:

1.1
General

This was the fourth Circuit Switched IMS Combinational Services (CSICS) meeting following the approval of the CSICS (XIX) WI (SP-040467) at SA#24.

Following our last meeting in Sophia Antipolis the draft TR22.979 was sent to SA for information and fast-track approval. We had also requested the approval of a new WID whose output was expected to be a new stage 1 TS based on the proposed high level requirements listed in TR22.979. SA decided to align the SA1 (CSICS) and SA2 (CSI) WIDs in a new WID. SA also stated that SA1 should decide whether or not to create a dedicated TS or to use CRs on existing TSs to specify the new requirements.

Whilst it was though initially that CRs on existing specifications would be sufficient, it soon became apparent that spreading the CSICS requirements across several TSs i.e. 22.101, 22.115 and 22.228 was not the most efficient approach. It was therefore decided, and agreed by all present at the meeting, that we should draft dedicated TS.  Andre Jarvis kindly volunteered to draft the new TS 22.xxx entitled 'Combined CS Calls and IMS Sessions'.

There were only 3 contributions for this meeting but they resulted in a full day's work.  There was considerable discussion about the phasing of CSICS requirements as mentioned in the new WID and it was eventually decided to remove references to phasing from the TR22.979, and to leave it to SA2 to inform SA1 if the proposed requirements could not be met for technical reasons. 

Other contentious issues included -  

The proposed removal of the following requirements:

Requirement for establishing an IMS session when the invited UE is not registered

Requirements for Supplementary Services

Requirement for correlated charging of CSI sessions

Changing the name Combinational Services to Combined Services (not agreed but the TS title should be acceptable).

Extending the term CS call to include a video call was also discussed. Up until now the assumption was that one component of a combinational service would be a CS speech call. It was agreed to defer a decision on this matter.

Finally, it is our intention to submit the updated TR22.979 to SA1#27 and to SA#27 for approval. We have also revised the WID in document S1-050226 to include the new TS22.xxx. The draft TS will be discussed via email and presented to SA1#28 for information and approval (expected to be more than 80% complete).

The CSICS chairman would like to thanks all the Club 19 members for their hard work and excellent contributions to this work.

2.1 Handling of Contributions

S1-050087 - Aligning TR 22.979 with the new WID
Discussion:

At the last SA#26 Plenary, Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection and Exchange mechanism WID in SP-040926 was approved. It outlined the phase 1 work for Combinational services done in 3GPP. In specific, it defined CSI phase 1 to contain the following capabilities: 

· Radio capability exchange; 

· SIP based terminal capability exchange;

· E.164 number exchange in SIP (if it can be accomplished in time)

· Adding IMS session to an ongoing CS call; 

· Adding CS speech call to an ongoing IMS session.

This contribution proposed the removal of the following from Phase 1:

· Requirement for establishing an IMS session when the invited UE is not registered

· Requirements for Supplementary Services

· Requirement for correlated charging of CSI sessions

Following considerable discussion on whether or not SA1 should attach phasing/priorities to CSICS potential requirements, or whether it should be left to SA2 to inform SA1 if some CSICS requirements cannot be met for technical reasons, it was decided to consider the removal of all references to phasing in TR22.979. 

NOTE: Both Nokia and Ericsson wished to have it recorded that they do not wish the requirement for establishing an IMS session when the invited UE is not registered to be included in Phase 1 and also that the addition of a CS call to an established IMS session should not be in the first phase either, (although it is listed in the new WID).

The SWG could not reach consensus on the removal of the proposed requirements as listed. T-Mobile was then asked to present a document (S1-050192) addressing these issues.

Conclusion: Noted

S1-050099 - Addition of combinational service requirements to TS22.228
Discussion:

This CR on 22.228 from Nortel would have added all the CSICS requirements to this specification. However, it became clear that not all the requirements were IMS specific and that other TS were affected, namely 22.101, 22.118, in addition to 22.228.  It was therefore agreed to simply note this contribution and to create dedicated TS.

We agreed to remove all references to phasing from the TR. Additional changes were then made to this proposal from T-Mobile and the resultant agreed text has been included in the updated TR (S1-050193).

Discussion:

The SWG spent most of the day reviewing and revising the proposed high level requirements for Combinational Services and these now as shown in this document.  It is hoped that when these agreed requirements are included in the new draft TS that they will be universally acceptable.
