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1. Introduction: 

The present contribution identifies the need for mechanisms to update PLMN-relevant
I-WLAN access parameters in the UE.

2. Discussion

In TS22.234 SA1 has recently defined four lists:

· “User Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN”, 

· “Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN”,

· “User Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN”, and 

· “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN”

for the purpose of  assisting the UE in the PLMN selection procedures over an I-WLAN.

The study of some user scenarios reveals that the “Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN” and the “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” may need regular update.

Some examples of relevant use cases supporting this argument are:

· The subscriber is roaming. In this situation, the HPLMN may want to update the lists to make sure that the subscriber accesses the services according to the HPLMN preferences in this particular situation.

· The subscriber belongs to a special group of customers and may be entitled to access certain I-WLANs at a particular time of the day (e.g., for a service subscription depending on the time of the day). 

· The subscriber belongs to a special group of customers and may be entitled to access certain I-WLANs in a particular location (e.g., an exhibition). 

To make the UE behave according to the subscriber’s contract with the HPLMN (e.g. as member of a particular user group) and with the HPLMN’s preferences (e.g. access over 
an I-WLAN partner network), the two lists mentioned above may need to be regularly updated.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to include an explicit requirement to TS22.234 for the definition of over-the-air mechanisms that allow dynamic updates of the “Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list for I-WLAN” and the “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” lists.
