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1 Introduction
TR22.978 v1.0.0 identifies ‘recommended’ requirements under three different names. In section 5.1 requirements are referred as “Potential requirements”, in section 5.2. as “Recommended requirements” and in section 6.2 as “Suggested requirements”. This has been compromise while drafting the TR, but it is a potential source of confusion for a final version.
2 Proposal
In NEC’s understanding, there is no fundamental difference between the three “types” of requirements. Since the TR is going for approval, we should try to remove any source of confusion by providing a homogeneous document. We propose to consolidate all “types” of requirements under the name of “Recommended Requirements”.
In any case, it is well understood in 3GPP that requirements in a TR are just potential/recommended/suggested because of the nature itself of a TR.
