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1. Overall Description:

It has come to T3's attention that the implementation of the Service Provider Name (SPN) service is open to interpretations leading to different handset implementations. As a result, if uniformity regarding the SPN service is required by the network operators, they need to issue additional requirements to handset manufacturers.

Therefore, T3 seeks the guidance on this matter from SA1 with respect to the words "display of the PLMN name is optional" and "display of the SP name is optional" in the text below, which is an extract from TS 22.101:

b) if it is a card issuer (Mobile Network Operator) option, i.e. by setting the appropriate fields in the USIM.

If option b) is the preferred solution, then T3 (CT6) will be happy to incorporate the necessary changes in their specifications.
