Executive Summary:

1.1 General

This was the 5th and possibly our last dedicated Club XIX. Meeting.

Following the successful approval of the CSICS TR22.979 at SA#27, work on the derived stage 1 specification TS22.279 has now been completed and no further significant changes to this draft specification are envisaged.  These stage 1 CSICS requirements were discussed and agreed with SA2 during the joint SA1 XIX and SA2 CSI meeting held earlier this week.  For these reasons, and because SA should now be familiar with this work, we respectfully request that the draft TS22.279 be sent to SA#28 for further information and with a request for fast-track approval. Approving the TS at SA#28 would align the stage 1 (TS22.279) and stage 2 (TS23.279) timescales and, subject to the completion any stage 3 work, allow the timely introduction of combinational services that are expected to stimulate an early uptake of IMS services.

It should also be noted that the WID for 'Combining CS and IMS services & Capability Detection and Exchange mechanism' has been updated to include references to the CN CSI WID and to TS22.279. The revised WID has been reviewed and agreed, by both SA1 XIX and SA2 CSI for submission to SA1 plenary and SA#28 for approval.

A brief report from the joint SA1 XIX & SA2 CSI meeting, held on Tuesday afternoon, can be found in document S1-050425 (S2-050805). One highlight from this meeting was SA2's agreement on the list of stage 1 requirements to be supported in CSI Phase 1 and the removal of the (inconsistent) list of stage 1 requirements from the stage 2 TS23.279.

To facilitate early approval, and to help SA in their work, it is recommended that the draft TS 22.279 version 0.0.2 (S1-050463), or as amended during the SA1 plenary, be circulated on the SA mailing list for information prior to presentation at SA#28.

Once again I would like to thank all the Club 19 members for their excellent contribution to this work, and the SA2 CSI group for their assistance, enabling us to complete the stage 1 draft TS for Combinational Services on schedule.
