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Introduction

In 4.2.1.1, it is stated that AIPN operator should offer diversified and flexible services to satisfy the varied needs of users. It is envisaged that integrated service will be popular. For example, when you call your friend, you may also want to share some music or video with him. Currently, several enhanced services are well defined in 5.1.1.7, such as support for advanced application services and ubiquitous services. However, there is no requirement definition for intergrated services. But in traditional service architectures, it is difficult for operators to integrate different services easily and rapidly, so it is benefitial to add this requirement.
Proposal

Add the requirement of integrated services in section 5.1.1.7

Enhanced services

-
Support for advanced application services
-
Enable integrated services, such as integrated message, integrated call.
-
Provision of seamless services (e.g. transparent to access systems, adaptable to terminal capabilities, etc) 

Users should be able to move transparently and seamlessly between access systems and to move communication sessions between terminals.


An AIPN will be able to adapt services as much as possible to the capabilities of the user's terminal, allowing the user to access services independently of which terminal they are using.
