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Introduction

Content-based charging between operators should be considered in AIPN in addition to the traditional measurements such as volume and time. When subscriber roams from his home PLMN to another, he will use the services supplied by home  network and visited network. So the charging between operators, which takes place when the user is enjoying the services supplied by visited PLMN, should be taken into account. In this case, the operators need more flexible charging functions, and content-based charging shall be considered, whereby some parameters, e.g. user identity, services ID, roaming status, QoS grades, may be concerned.
Proposal

It is suggested to add the requirement concerning content-based charging between operators.
