2.6 Document Disposition
2.6.1 Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study
Discussion: S1-050363 contained a discussion document on the issue that the current text in Section 4.4.3 of TR 22.952 (Priority Service Guide) does not cover the case for allowing directed retry handover from UMTS to GSM for priority service, even though the meeting has agreed on a related Use Case that was captured in Annex B of TR 22.953 (Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study TR) at the last SA1 meeting. 
· Conclusion: S1-050363 was agreed in principle. A CR to TR 22.952 based on this discussion document to address this issue was requested for the next meeting for consideration. In addition, the content in Annex B of the draft of TR 22.953 should be considered for TR 22.952. Contributions to make this change were requested.
Discussion: S1-050361 contained draft version 0.5.0 of the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study TR.

· Conclusion: S1-050361 was noted as a basis for contribution to this meeting. The meeting agreed in principle to revise S1-050361 based on meeting discussion and contribution. Version 0.6.0 will be contributed to the next meeting. The meeting discussed areas for contribution, which are included below in the Next Steps.
Discussion: S1-050362 contained additional Use Cases for the Multimedia Priority Service Feasibility Study addressing Multimedia Priority Service support for Voice over IP (VoIP) and Push to talk Over Cellular (POC).
· Conclusion: S1-050362 was agreed to be included in the revision of S1-050361 in Annex A (informative). The meeting noted that the Use Case for POC is a result of the work on POC in OMA, which appears to already include capabilities for priority. Delegates were requested to review the OMA POC documents from a Priority Service perspective. In addition, the meeting noted that POC may be available sooner than VoIP. The meeting noted that the Use Case for VoIP is driven by Priority Service for circuit-switched voice.
2.6.2 Next Steps
The meeting discussed the next steps to progress work. The meeting agreed to:
1. Clarify the definition of “multimedia” in TR 22.953.

2. Clarify Section 4.7, Applicability to Telecommunications Services.

3. Clarify Section 4.9, Roaming.

4. Clarify Section 4.10, Handover.

5. Clarify the services to which MPS applies.

6. Examine additional MPS Use Cases for Presence, SMS, MMS, IM, etc.

7. Contribute to sections of TR 22.953 that require additional content.
8. Meet during the July 2005 SA1#29 meeting (Two ¼-day sessions requested).
