The list of liaison statements and proposed disposition for this meeting was provided in document S1-050005. The disposition of the liaison statements was accepted and therefore the above documents were noted.
Some notes were, however:
Document S1-050022 contained a liaison statement on GERAN Assumptions on common MBMS Information Elements. A response from SA4 is provided in document S1-050044. Both were noted.
Document S1-050023 contained a liaison statement on Cooperation on TISPAN NGN supplementary services from CN1 to TISPAN. It was noted.
Document S1-050028 contained a proposal from CN5 on a new working method for OSA and VHE. There are no requirements on SA1 and so this was noted.
Document S1-050042 contained a liaison statement on Reception Acknowledgement for MBMS. The liaison statement is to SA3,  SA5 and SA2. The responses from these groups were provided in documents S1-050041, S1-050044 and S1-050037 respectively. All of these liaison statements were copied to SA and so all were noted since there was no action on SA1.
Document S1-050039 contained a reply LS on Revisiting forwards compatibility towards TLS based access security in response to LS S3-040882/S2-043428. It is SA2’s understanding that IMS Private User Identities and the Home Network Domain Name as stored on the ISIM would normally not be made visible to the user, i.e. from that perspective the new naming requirement would be acceptable from SA2 point of view. It is not within SA2’s expertise and merits to comment whether the new naming restrictions would solve the forward compatibility issues towards TLS based security, but SA2 expect that SA3 finalize the study before approving the new requirements. The liaison statement was copied to SA1 and there were no actions on SA1 and so it was noted.
Document S1-050024 contained a liaison statement from CN1 in GPRS network selection in response to S1-040999. CN1 believes that a solution to this problem is technically possible. It would for instance be possible to allow a PLMN selection in response the Reject Cause #14 (GPRS services not allowed in this PLMN). CN1 will investigate this further. There was no action on SA1 and so it was noted.

Document S1-050025 contained a LS on EHPLMN (Equivalent HPLMN) from CN1. It would appear that the requirements were made to Rel-7 but the field was put into Rel-6 by T3. Hence it may be appropriate to put this into Rel-6. Therefore, a CR to 22.101 Rel-6 was to be provided in S1-050130. However, during some off line discussions, it was decided that EPLMN is really Rel-7 and not Rel-6 as indicated by T3 and so T3 would be requested to align with SA1. Document S1-050130 was withdrawn.
On document S1-050026 contained LS on Cooperation on TISPAN NGN supplementary services. It was noted that SA1 may need to determine how the requirements of NGN may be reflected in the stage 1 TS. In the meantime, a watching brief should be adopted. 
Documents S1-050185 and S1-050186 contained liaison statement from RAN2 received during the meeting. They were both noted. 

On S1-050186 it was noted that this liaison statement on ACBOP based on a liaison statement sent by SA1 last January. In SA2 the TR has been produced on Access Class Barring and Overload Protection (ACBOP) and are asking some questions. After all that it was still noted.

Since the Deferred messaging type will not be finalised in Release 6, SA1 has been asked to remove the requirements from TS 22.242. the requirements should be kept in the release 7 version of the document.

There was a comment that this should be kept in Release 7. There was another comment that the requirements have been in Rel-6 for some time and nothing has been done, and so it may not be appropriate to keep these requirements for Rel-7 if there is no support. It was decided to remove the requirements for Rel-6 and document S1-050127 was allocated for this (see section 8.0).
Also, it was commented that there was some discussion on the interaction between AIPN and I-WLAN:


“TSG SA noted that the All-IP Network work is likely to need session continuity in general as well as between I‑WLAN and 3GPP systems. TSG SA asked SA WG1 to take a co-ordinated approach on work on session continuity. SA WG1 were asked to consider additional requirements to allow for a smooth evolution of the 3GPP System and to take note of the work in SA WG2 on the Work Item "Feasibility Study on 3GPP System Architecture Evolution". The work should take into account the specification work resulting from the AIPN Feasibility Study.”
This was noted.
Also, in SA #26, the WI on Combinational Services SP-040742 was not agreed, but rather another in SP-040881 was approved in SA. This was noted and means that the SWG will continue with the TR and get that ready for approval at SA. The new work item from SA was provided in document S1-050129.

Document S1-050033 contained a liaison statement from SA2 on Mobile control over call forwarding. SA2 is currently working on the “redial” mechanism for switching between CS voice and video calls. This is documented in the attached TR23.903.

An open issue within the TR (see sections 4.3.2.5 and 4.4.2.2 of 23.903) is whether there are situations when it is useful for the originating mobile to be able to prevent the call being forwarded in the terminating network.

SA2 have identified some potential ways to provide this functionality, however, SA2 believe that SA 1 should provide advice on whether this functionality is useful (either for this work item, or, in a more general context).

This has been copied (unofficially) to the GSMA group on Video Telephony Interoperability. To date, no response has been received.

A simpler explanation is that a called party may be able to accept video and telephony, or just telephony. If someone tries to call using video, and for whatever reason the call cannot be accepted, then the call may be directed to a video and telephony mailbox. The point of this feature is to provide a mechanism to allow the redirection of that call to be stopped and an attempt is made with just telephony. 
The key is how is it known that the call is being diverted to a mailbox without being actually directed to the mailbox. Of course, one problem is that there is no definition of video telephony as a teleservice and again it was asked if this should be done.

Some off line discussion will be conducted to identify what is really required. The solution from SA2 would appear to be a “sledge hammer to crack a nut” approach and some thought should be given to this rather than do this on the fly.
In the meantime, it was proposed to answer this specific question. A counter proposal would be to ask SA2 to provide some more information and perhaps a use case. 
The response was provided in document S1-050131. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. However, it was noted that we really need to do some work on this for the next meeting.

Document S1-050105 contained a liaison statement on IP multimedia group management and messaging capabilities. It was revised to S1-050128 since S1-050105 was apparently not the correct version. 
SA1 has tried both mechanisms and there were advantages and disadvantages to both. Whatever we do it is wrong. There are no real compelling reasons to decide either way on this, and since we have done the work it seems inefficient to go backwards. 

Clearly there is a problem as this liaison statement has been to CN and been approved there. So we really need to determine what the problem is. The confusion, aparently, is that the tracking is not sufficient. Of course, one way of solving this is to put better references in our TSs (but everyone ignored the secretary….again). At this time, we do not wish to touch out specifications. 
Regarding point 2, the requirements has been in 22.340 for some time. Clearly the companies who inserted the requirement in a contribution to SA1 have the responsibility to provide the input to CN to complete the process. It was, after some time, decided that the requirements in point 2 and point 3 are still valid and companies who included the requirement are invited to contribute to CN1. 
If nobody makes any contribution to CN1, then a liaison statement back to SA1 should be sent indicating that it has missed Rel-6. 
The response was provided in document S1-050159. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
It was clarified that the companies who brought these requirements to SA1 and/or supported them at this meeting were DynamicSoft (originators), Nortel and Siemens. If the requirements are to be maintained then some input is expected at CN1. 
The references in TS 22.250 are really not useful but nobody seemed to care.

Document S1-050031 contained a liaison statement on NAS signalling load at MBMS Session Start/Stop. RAN2 have had discussions to try to understand the likelihood of uplink signalling load on the radio interface at MBMS session start and session stop. Three scenarios are given and SA1 is asked on the likelyhood of scenarios 1 and 3 occuring.
In 22.146 there is a requiement to receive MBMS notifications when other services are being used. Therefore, scenarios 1 and 2 seem to valid. Therefore, RAN 2 really need to sort out how to limit the damage.

On scenario 3, it was considered that this does not really relate to SA1. 
The reply was provided in document S1-050136. It was revised to S1-050228 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-050102 contained a liaison statement on Reply LS (to N1-042069) on Selected PLMN and Network Sharing. It was commented that this liaison statement is essentially obsolete and off-line discussions have taken place to solved the issue. Document S1-050045 contained a liaison statement on priority when displaying MM from the USIM. T3 has discussed and agreed a document to fulfil the SA1 release 6 requirement on MMS presentation in TS 22.038. T3 is asking SA1 group to provide guidance to T3 whereas the immediate display of high priority message shall be mandatory or recommended.
It was clarified that this instance is for the display of messages which are stored on the USIM and not the network. There was a great deal of discussion as to whether it should be a “shall” or a “should” and it was clear that this could not be decided in T3, hence this liaison statement. There should have been copious notes on the subject but the secretary was trying to get the network back up.
However, it was finally decided that “should” is probably more appropriate, but there are some concerns on this concept in general. This is particularly so since this was discussed two meetings ago and it is not clear who defines what the priority is.

A response to T3 was provided in document S1-050137. It was queried regarding the fact that the functionality for this is important. It was clarified that the priority of the display of message is not in our specifications but there is a requirement in the T3 specifications. The point was made that if SA1 wants this priority, then it should send the liaison statement AND make changes to our stage 1. Also, the normal routine is for the stage 1 to be written before the stage 2 and stage 3. Even so, the priority is a part of T3. 
It was finally decided that the liaison statement should point out there there are no requirements for this in the stage 1, but that this is what is expected from SA1 if it had thought of it.
The revision was provided in document S1-050229. It was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-050019 contained a liaison statement from OCG EMTEL regarding the use of USSD type1 for emergency calls. ETSI OCG EMTEL has discussed the requirements for the support of pan-European in-vehicle eCall (Automatic & Manual), and the MoU for the support of eCall in the European Union. Resulting from the discussion ETSI EMTEL understands that it is required to support the conveyance of the minimal eCall data in the call-associated communication to the PSAP (Public Service Answering Point).

It was discussed in EMTEL that the ISDN Supplementary Service UUS type 1 may be sufficient to transport the required information. However, it was noted that an analysis of the detailed requirement, clear study of service description and the validation of the protocol capabilities have not yet been carried out. ETSI TISPAN being responsible for the ISDN Supplementary Services in the fixed network, and 3GPP being responsible for their support on the existing GSM networks. 

The eCall/eSafety-driving group has provided, attached to this Liaison, the requirement definition. Based on this, the description and the validation of the protocol capabilities are required to be carried out. EMTEL indicates that this work is urgent and required to be completed by the end of January 2005; in line with the CEC MoU Agreement, attached. ETSI EMTEL requests confirmation of the starting and completion of this work. Alternative solutions to fulfil this requirement may be feasible, and should be notified to the eCall/eSafety-driving group as the work progresses. There are several companies that wish to sign the MoU although how many and which companies have already done so is not known. 
It was commented that CN have looked at this liaison statement and have responded. Some points were that there is no way for the emergency call to identify that UUS may be required during the call. Also, there is a limitation to 64 octets. Finally, there are very few networks that have implemented UUS due to a fraud issue. 
From an SA1 point of view, a requirement is required and based on this, CN1 can continue its work. The point is that there are a number of issues that need to be sorted out; e.g. the amount of data that is required to be sent. The liaison statement does indicate this, but is vague in relation to whether the amount stated will be enough. There was a counter proposal that the amount of data is not for SA1 to determine. Also, by doing this, and delaying the implementation, then this will give a poor view of our work to outside bodies. 
Some other comments were that this is a regional issue for Europe and therefore it should be an option. In addition, the data needs to be stored somewhere and where, if not, does it come from? Also, this is for Rel-7 and it was questioned why SA1 should rush to get this done when Rel-7 will not be implemented for some time to come. It was decided to draft a liaison statement and perhaps a WID; it should be upbeat, but should ask for clarification.
The liaison statement in response and to CN1 was provided in document S1-050141. It was revised on line to GP-05230 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-050029 contained a liaison statement from OMA BAC. The purpose of this liason statement is to provide further status on the Mobile Broadcast Services work within OMA. This liason statement addresses two items: Report on the current status of OMA Mobile Broadcast Services Requirements and Overview of the current state of architecture soliciting comments from 3GPP and 3GPP2. This was taken in conjunction with S1-050103 that contained an update of one of the attachments.
It was questioned why this was sent to SA1 in anycase. It was decided to note this liaison statement particluarly since it has been overtaken by events. The LS was dealt with in SA  (SP-040715), was noted and SA WG1 were asked to take action if necessary on this. Both S1-050029 and S1-050103 were noted since SA1 did not see any necessary action. 
Document S1-050030 contained an overview of the work ongoing in OMA and the overlap with 3GPP (and SA1 in particular). This subject was brought up at SA #26 (SP-040711) but that liaison statement predated the one at this meeting. It was decided to note this and see what SA #27 does with the new liaison statement.

CAMEL

Document S1-050054 contained a proposed CR to 22.078 on removal of Announcement Suppression” in CAMEL control of IMS. This is a simple change from Ericisson’s CAMEL trader. The suppression of tones and announcements at unsuccessful IMS call establishment, is not supported in stage 2 (23.278) and stage 3 (29.278) of CAMEL control of IMS.

It was revised to S1-050163 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 179. The Rel-6 and Rel-7 CRs were provided in S1-050164 and S1-050165. document S1-050164 was revised to S1-050224 and It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 180. Document S1-050165 was revised to S1-050225 and It was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 181.
Document S1-050125 contained a discussion document on AoC and SCUDIF interactions. The TS 23.172 specifies stage 2 SCUDIF, under CN3 responsibility, does not specify anything related to interactions with the AoC supplementary service. The problem is that the network could start using the new charging parameters up to 819.1 (e7 or e2) seconds prior to the mobile using them. Hence there could be a significant difference in cost of the call in the network and that indicated on the mobile. In practice, the value of e7 or e2 is lower than 819.1 seconds.
It was asked if this is still relevant and if any operators have implemented it. It was not answered directly but it was indicated that some operators have implemented it (at least partially). It was decided that a liaison statement to CN3 and SA5 making them aware of the problem. The liaison statement was provided in document S1-050166. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. 
Document S1-050052 contained a CR to 22.078 on Support for CAMEL Trunk Originated Trigger Detection Points. The reason for the CR is to enable CSE interaction for calls received over a trunk interface at the MSC. This capability has application in CAMEL-based IN networks to allow (public and private) trunk access to CSE-based services. This is the first input based on the WI provided in S1-040978 and approved at SA #26 in SP-040743. 
It was announced that there are some comments from Ericsson that need to be detailed. It was also noted that there is no WI code. Another question was that there could be some editorial comments to this later, and so another document number was allocated as S1-050167 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 182. However, due to a confusion with the versions the correct one was revised to S1-050244 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 182r1.
The secretary apologised that the work plan didn not include the details from SA1. He noted that these were provided to the workplan manager on the 17th December 2004 and for whatever reason these were not included (again). However, the WI code given to this was “TTCAMEL”.

Document S1-050062 contained a Rel 7 CR to 22.217 to add Service Broker Requirement. Service brokering is a term used to encapsulate the functions of service selection, service provisioning, feature or service interaction and service chaining. The OSA APIs provide a suite of APIs that address many of the functional and operational aspects of enabling service delivery through open standardised specifications. However there are no defined mechanisms or semantics that address the full scope of service brokering, in particular selection and provisioning for multi service usage requireing service interaction and service chaining. 

The functions of service brokering apply equally to legacy circuit switched environments and next generation IMS (ref SCIM 23.218), and it is therefore necessary to introduce an OSA requirement for Service brokering that will allow a suitable solution for service brokering consistent with the OSA and broader 3GPP architecure and specifications to be provided.
It was questioned if the WI is for Rel-6 or Rel-7, or indeed if a Rel-7 WI existed. It was answered that there is no WI for Rel-7. Based on this document S1-050169 was provided and the revised CR was provided in S1-050168.

Document S1-050169 was revised to S1-050248 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. The CR was allocated WI code OSA4, it was revised to S1-050249 to remove the text "(ref SCIM 23.218)" as SCIM is outside of OSA service brokering, and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 076.

GPRS Terminal PLMN Reselection
Documents S1-050108, S1-050109, S1-050110 and S1-050111 contained CRs to 22.011 releases 4, 5, 6 and 7. The primary motivation for this CR is to reinstate approved CR-016. (CR016 of 22.011 was approved in SA WG1 #8 April 2000 S1-00335, as category-B CR for addition of feature to Rel-4. The content of this CR is no longer with the current specification, leaving doubts and confusion to the readers).

It was commented that whilst there does not appear to be any problem with the changes themselves, the activity of the mobile in idle mode is described and the functionality is covered in 23.122. Therefore, the consequences if not approved are not valid. Also, the new text is not clear as it appeared prior to all the issues related to classes of GPRS mobiles; there is some confusion between class A and terminals which have simultaneous service and selection procedures. Whilst it is tricky to have changes to a TS in a release that is so frozen, that even the polar bears can’t sit on it, in this case it is a genuine mistake and perhaps we can send a CR with a category F and actually mean it.
SA1 can do a package for Rel-4, 5, 6 and 7 or just to send it to Rel-7. It was decided to send this for Rel-7 and ask for guidance from SA as to whether it can be put back to Rel-4. 
Therefore, documents S1-050108 and S1-050109 were not agreed. However, it was thought that S1-050110 and the release 6 version may be required. It was revised to S1-050171. It was commented that in the consequence if not approved that reselection attempts will only apply in idle mode for CS and this is not correct since the stage 3 already covers this. Perhaps it would be better to indicate that there is a misalignment between stage 1 and stage 3.  
It was discussed if this should be taken back to Rel-4. There were pros and cons on this, including taking it just back to Rel-6. The chairman indicated that the two choices should be to have just Rel-7 or have all the package back to Rel-4. It was decided to send the Rel-7 CR and let SA decide. When this CR is presented SA will be asked if it should be taken back to Rel-4. With this, S1-050171 was withdrawn.

To review the network selection rules in 22.011 to take account of new methods of access and new operator types and to ensure that the appropriate access is chosen based on the principles described above.

The WI has been named Next Generation Access Determination Algorithm, which is ironic really since the key to this WI is the way a mobile will hunt for RATs and strangely enough NGADA is Xhosi (South African tribal language – Eastern Cape) for a Lynx or indeed a Cat.

Service Connectivity Profile Provisioning
Document S1-050140 contained a CR to 22.101 on Service Connectivity Profile Provisioning on the USIM. This was formerly S1-040971 which was presented in the last meeting. At the time, the meeting was asked to agree it as it was the author’s birthday. It was not agreed in that meeting nor on email discussion. It was clarified that is is not the author’s birthday at this meeting.

This is a generic mechanism to provision terminals from the smart card is defined in OMA specifications. Provisioning based on the Smart Card is in many cases the most convenient way for the operator to configure the terminals and make them ready to use. The benefits of this mechanism are described in OMA-WAP-ProvSC. 

As the USIM provides a standardized platform where provisioning data could be easily and securely managed Over The Air, it is proposed to store the connectivity and application information on the USIM according to OMA-WAP-ProvSC. To increase interoperability, this feature should be mandatory.
There were some reservations with this. One is that the download may override other or existing parameters on the USIM. Also, some of the parameters are on the ME and it is not clear how these would interact. The point is that there is a need for some clarification and the interested parties were asked to discuss this and come to a resolution.
Document S1-050140 was revised to S1-050232. It was questioned why this is mandatory? By doing this, the life of the manufacturer would be very difficult. The idea is interesting, but it was questioned why it is needed. The operator may wish to control some access, but is this the most appropriate way of doing it. It was clear that agreement of this document was not possible. Those in favour of the work were asked to provided use cases for this to give some indication of what is intended. In the meantime, document S1-050232 was noted.

Document S1-050016 contained a response to the SA1 liaison statement regarding a definition of RAT from CN1. The definitions of ‘3GPP RAT’ and ‘Non-3GPP RAT’ are not relevant for CN1, since they are not used by CN1 specifications. CN1 considers the new definition of ‘Radio Access Technology’ vague because of “3GPP defined interface”. The use of this text makes unclear which radio technologies are included, overall in case of WLAN technologies such as 802.11. CN1 understanding is that WLAN technologies are not considered radio access technologies by 3GPP for Rel-6. However, 3GPP specifies signalling on interfaces which use WLAN technologies as radio access technologies. This would be in contradiction with the new definition of the ‘Radio Access Technology’ term.
All this notwithstanding, CN1 is asking for the term “Access Technology” as defined in TS 23.122 to be included into 21.905. 
In addidition, a response has been received from T3. This group is asking that:

3GPP RAT: UTRAN, GERAN

Non-3GPP RAT: Radio Access Technologies except UTRAN and GERAN (e.g. IEEE 802.11b,,DECT).

Radio Access Technology: Radio technology with which it is possible to access 3GPP core networks via a 3GPP defined interface.

Be changed to:

3GPP RAT: Radio Access Technologies defined by 3GPP, i.e. UTRAN and GERAN.

Non-3GPP RAT: Radio Access Technologies not defined by 3GPP, but with an interworking possibility with 3GPP network (e.g. IEEE 802.11b, DECT) being defined in 3GPP.

Radio Access Technology: Radio technology with which it is possible to access 3GPP core networks.

Also T3 is asking SA1 to consider the issue of specifications using the term "Access Technology" instead of "Radio Access Technology".

At SA the definition was not accepted. SA did not ask us to try again nor did it preclude it. The chairman indicated that it was up to the group if SA1 tries again by providing input. The documents were noted. 
The T3 chairman will be informed later about the result of the T3 liaison statement.

Document S1-05020 contained a liaison statement on draft CR 21.905 on Introduction of RAN Information Management from GERAN WG2.

The CRs were revised to S1-050142 and S1-050143 and they were agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CRs 60 and 61.

Document S1-050040 contained a liaison statement on Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities WI. SA3 is inviting SA1 to review and comment the input in S3-040873 which presents the current status of the SA3 work on Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities (see 6.1.2). SA3 is inviting SA1 to review and comment the SA3 input in the attached document. SA3 has agreed to stop the work on this work item until otherwise agreed with SA1.

Document S1-050081 contained a discussion document on Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities. The mechanism proposed in the CN1 paper N1-041752 proposes a sensible implementation of the SA1 requirements. However, it is felt that there are a number of areas that need further investigation before the service requirements are complete. Alternative implementations, such as those outlined in Appendix A, should also be considered.     

This is a good collection of the stage 1 requirements. Also, how do we recognise an infected UE? The answer to this was that OMA should take care of that. 
It was debated whether there should be a TR at all now that this document and S1-050051 exist. It was considered that indeed, a TR is probably not required. However, we now do need some CRs to our core specs to document the requirements. The CR was revised to S1-050132. 
When presented, the CR caused some discussion on the inclusion of emergency calls. Some delegates were worried that emergency calls could be denied. However, if Call Control functions are disabled, then emergency calls are, by default, disabled. Also, there is some text in the bullet for emergency calls which could be subject to regulatory requirements.
Another point is who should be able to do this. At the moment is states that the HPLM and the VPLM; this was agreed. Also it was asked if the HPLMN has priority over the VPLMN; the answer was that there is some text:


It should be ensured that UEs are not maliciously or accidentally disabled, or kept disabled, and there shall be a mechanism for restoring disabled UEs in all situations (e.g. in the case that the serving network does not support the control of UE Capabilities).

This would appear to cover all situations including when the HPLM makes a mistake. It was revised to S1-050233 to add the CR number and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 066.
The document S1-050089 contained a proposed way forward for Network Protection WID. This document suggests that there will need to be changes to 22.011, 22.101 and 22.060. It was asked if the SIM or USIM could be included as a source of a possible solution. It was revised to S1-050133 and then to S1-050234 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval. 
Getting back to the liaison statement from SA3 in document S1-050040, it was decided to respond with the WI and CR. The response was provided in document S1-050134. It was revised to S1-050235 and it was agreed to send this liaison statement.

Document S1-050104 contained a response LS to GSMA IREG on Reservation of two new sub domains under ".3gppnetwork.org". CN acknowledge that IREG has reserved two sub-domains and is asking SA1 to consider if the liaison in NP-040597from GSMA IREG justifies any change to the current I-WLAN network selection service requirements and inform CN1 and CN4 before the 14th – 18th February TSG CN working group meetings if a change in the current service requirements is agreed.

Now a response to this has been sent since this and was provided in S1-050184. GSMA IREG is requesting all 3GPP plenary and working groups addressed in this LS (that includes SA1) to note that:

-
GSMA IREG can now accept the reservation of the requested sub‑domain of "3gppnetwork.org" but with the proposed modified name change (see LS).

-
GSMA IREG be requested for approval for further uses of this sub‑domain in addition to the use currently being proposed in 3GPP I‑WLAN work item so that the stability and integrity of the GRX can be maintained.

GSMA IREG is also requesting 3GPP TSG‑CN specifically to inform GSMA IREG if/when the proposed sub‑domain (with the proposed modification to the naming) is approved so that GSMA IREG can set about updating their documentation set.

This liaison statement means that SA1 does not need to do a CR to modify manual PLMN selection. 
It was commented that this could mean the some domains are not found and a false failure response could be received in the return code for MS lookup. However, this was countered that the MS will never get so far as to return the incorrect failure code. The point is that this is not an issue for SA1 and that any concerns should be directed to CN.

The liaison statements were noted. The chairman will inform the CN1 and CN4 chairmen of the discussion in SA1.
This also means that document S1-050088 is not necessary and so it was withdrawn.
Document S1-050070 contained a discussion document on I-WLAN parameter update. Currently the “Operator Controlled PLMN Selector for I-WLAN” and the “Operator Controlled WLAN identities list for I-WLAN” cannot be updated over the air and this document proposes to add an explicit requirement. The CR to implement the issue was provided in document S1-050071 with a CR to 22.234.
It was discussed and there were comments that this is implied already, but that it does not hurt to put in an explicit requirement. It was asked if over-the-air includes I-WLAN? Does this CR assume the solution is that this will go by GSM/UMTS signalling or could over-the-air include I-WLAN? One of the fundemental principles of I-WLAN is that I-WLAN will not impact, or be impacted GSM/UMTS and so the text as it is, is sufficient. If it implies a solution, it is only because the solution is obvious.
It was revised to S1-050206 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 011.
Document S1-05093 contained a discussion document and CR on Explicit wording of requirements for access to 3GPP PS services. Access to 3GPP PS services is the main interest of interworked WLAN, but the requirement is only implicitly stated in section 5, Service principles. An explicit statement under sect. 6 Service Requirements is missing. As this requirement is valid for “scenario 3-like” implementations this shall be add already from Rel6 onwards.
It was asked if this CR means that any services offered over GPRS shall be available on I-WLAN? The answer was that this is the probable result of the CR. If so, it was added that this should be explicitly stated, particularly since there is a very good chance that this cannot be supported. There was some surprise on this, but SA2 are the best group to answer this question. After some round-robben discussions (in honour of our location), it was decided that it is a correction not a new requirement.
Documents S1-050207 and S1-050208 were brought back after some discussion off-line. The requirement that I-WLAN shall support all services based on 3GPP System PS domain capabilities (e.g. IMS) was questioned. It was explained that this requirement means that the technical solution must have the capability to offer the same services. It does not mean that same mechanisms (such as APN) used in the PS Domain must be supported.
Document S1-050207 was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 013 and S1-050208 was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 014.
After checking Ericsson stated that this is not supported in Rel-6 and that they considered this a new feature for release 6. This could well be brought up at SA #27.
Document S1-050072 contained an editorial change and addition of missed abbreviation to TS 22.234. It was revised on line to S1-050209 and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 012.

Document S1-050018 contained a liaison statement from ETSI Project Railways Telecommunications (EP RT) on sending an SMS to a voice group call. EPRT considers this requirement could cause confusion to users. The membership of a group call depends upon subscription and location. It is not a static entity like a SMS distribution list which is better suited to sending SMS to a known list of users.
Therefore, effect of the requirement could be that a SMS message is sent to a group call with some information relevant at the time. However the group call is not ongoing so the SMS is not sent. Later on (days even) the group call is established and the information is sent. However this information is no longer relevant and could actually be confusing.
To take an extreme example;

A railway emergency call which is a group call (with specific groupID) is ongoing, a dispatcher (a specific user) leaves the emergency call and sends some important SMS such as “Everything OK – equipment now working”. However the call has been closed before he sent the message so this information is stored at the SMS-C.
Later on another Emergency call is started in the same GCA. The users connected then receive the message “Everything OK – equipment now working”. This obviously has the potential to cause confusion. The liaison statement also contained a proposed CR. Things have moved on since then and so the CR was obsolete.
Based on discussions over email, document S1-050091 was provided which contained a discussion document and Use Case for Sending of SMS to VGCS group IDs, together with a proposed CR. The concerns expressed for S1-040991 have been as follows: If a group is not active and the SMS is delivered when a group under the adressed group call reference is established it cannot be guaranteed that it is the same group (i.e. the same members in the group) than it was before. Use scenarios exist, especially in railway systems, where group IDs (and such group call references) are dynamically assigned to different user groups.

On the other hand there are also use cases where the assignment of group IDs and group call references is much more static. An example is an avalanche goes down in the Austrian Alps over a village with 100 inhabitants and 30 people are missing. The group here could last up to two weeks.
As only the operator can know the different circumstances it is proposed to give the choice to the operator if an SMS to a non-established VGC under a certain group call reference shall be delivered or not. The means how and when such an SMS can be delivered is out of scope of the requirements document.

The point is that EP RT (ETSI Project Railways Telecommunications) is meeting this week and it this needs to be decided prior to their meeting. 
It was decided that SA1 should provide a choice of text to EP RT; that in S1-050091 and as resulting from the discussions off line. The discussion opened up again in plenary and it was proposed that the additional comments should be included into just one CR off-line and this be provided to EP RT. The liaison statement in response was provided in S1-050156. The CR was revised to S1-050157 and rediscussed. Some minor changes were made and it was decided that it should be sent to ‘available users’ and ‘without re-try’ (i.e. no store and forward).
It was finally revised to S1-050162 on line and it was agreed to be sent to SA for approval as CR 008. Of course, if EP RT does not like it then it may be withdrawn prior to SA #27 (as it happens it was withdrawn). 
The liaison statement was provided in S1-050156. It was agreed to send this liaison statement. A response to this was provided in document S1-050231. It contained a CR based on our input with a proposal. It was commented that this CR contains a number of changes that constitute new requirements.
There was support from some though, and it was suggested that the text be accepted and EP RT asked  if it is intended that SMSs should be directed to fixed line dispatchers. A response was to be provided in S1-050242. However, it was decided that this could not be done so quickly and so it was decided that this will be discussed over email with a view to having something on email approval prior to SA #27. Document S1-050242 was withdrawn. The CR in S1-050262 was therefore held back awaiting the outcome of the email discussion.
Document S1-050090 contained a discussion document on Improvements of VGCS in public networks and a WI. This was revised prior to presentation to S1-050126. The key for this WI is that a person involved in a VGCS should be able to set up an independent GPRS session. The old WI was concentrating on adding functionality to VGCS whereas this new one is allowing services in parallel. The justification for two Wis was based on this.
The WI was updated to S1-050144 and was revised on line to S1-050158. It was approved. 
Document S1-050053 contained a discussion document on VGCS Clarifications from Nortel. Now with the discussions off-line, a lot of this input, whilst still valid, could confuse the issue at this time. It was decided to pause on this input for now. However, based on the note regarding the alignment between 43.068 section 4.2.2.1 3rd/4th paragraph (which implies that anchor MSC will decide what is preempted if more that one request is made and the stage1), a liaison statement to CN4 was provided in document S1-050155. There will be no CRs at this time.
The liaison statement in S1-050155 was agreed to be sent.
