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Discussion 

An end-user of combinational service may have several terminals with differing capabilities. For example, an end-user may have a CSICS-capable terminal, an IMS text based UE and a non-3GPP UE (e.g. PC). Current IMS specifications already provide the mechanisms to allow an end-user to register and use multiple terminal devices.  This capability needs to be considered for the combinational case as well.

In order to assure that a combinational service is established with the CSICS-enabled UE, and that the attempt is only made towards the CSICS-enabled UE, the specification should explicitly require that
· it shall be possible to establish a combinational service even if not all end-user’s UEs support it, and 
· the combinational service shall be established with the one of end-user’s UEs which has combinational capabilities.

Proposal
It is proposed that the following requirement is added to the TS 22.279 chapter 5:

If an end-user has multiple UE’s, and at least one of them is CSICS enabled, then it shall be possible to establish combinational service with that UE.

It is proposed that the following requirement is added to the TS 22.279 chapter 7:

If an end-user has multiple UE’s, and at least one of them is CSICS enabled, then the capabilities of that UE shall be used for the service capability detection.
