Discussion:  

S1-050283 contained a CR proposing to clarify the subject of multiple identities for a user. This proposal was discussed and based on the comments received it was recognised that issues such as the relationship between the user roles and the public identities, the positioning of this proposal to existing call forwarding functionality, the usage of networks of different AIPN operators were highlighted as needing clarification. It was also commented that the proposed text was more appropriate to session management than mobility as proposed in S1-050283.

S1-050283 was revised to S1-050439 to reflect the comments made. S1-050439 was discussed and the issue of usage of the network of another AIPN operator continued to be a source of confusion. It was decided that the issue of which network is used is transparent to the issue of handling of user roles and identities (e.g. which network is used to terminate the call is not really relevant to the present call forwarding functionality) and therefore it was decided that the best way forward was to remove the text on this issue.
S1-050439 was revised to S1-050447 to remove text on the issue of usage of the network of another AIPN operator. However, it was commented that none of the changes proposed were needed as all the functionality described is already available. Based on this the chair suggested that the CR in S1-050447 be provided to the SA1#28 Plenary as a result of the discussion in the AIPN SWG. The decision of whether the changes are needed or not (i.e. whether anything new is proposed) will be made in the SA1#28 Plenary.

Discussion:  

S1-050349 proposed some changes to the AIPN Feasibility Study in TR 22.978 to introduce large group scale communication and propose some additional text to clarify the usage of multicast. S1-050359 also provided some consideration of multicast issues and proposed to make some updates to TR 22.978 to clarify the consideration of multicast.
The proposed changes in S1-050349 were discussed and the intent the proposals was clarified. Together with the discussion of S1-050359 it was decided to produce a CR to propose some clarification of multicast considerations within TR 22.978 together with some clarification of the proposals for group communication.
Based on the discussion of S1-050349 and S1-050359 a CR to TR 22.978 was produced in S1-050440 as a revision of S1-050349. 

S1-040440 was discussed and some points were raised about the consideration of QoS for multicasting. There has been no work in the IETF in fact the IETF has agreed not to consider QoS control for multicasting. The chair requested that the interested parties discussed this overnight with the aim of producing something for the SA1#28 Plenary.
S1-050440 was revised to S1-050449 and S1-050449 will be provided to the SA1#28 Plenary.

Discussion:  

S1-050350 proposed to update the description of service adaptation with the AIPN Feasibility Study in TR 22.978. This document was considered together with the adaptation issues contained within S1-050359. The proposals in S1-050359 were discussed and a number of issues were raised such as the implications of ‘real-time control’ and the intention of the text on operator control. Some duplication of the content of the proposed changes was also highlighted. Based on the discussion Panasonic and China Mobile produced a revised proposal in S1-050441.
S1-050441 was discussed and there were no comments to the proposed changes. It was questioned whether it was the understanding of the meeting was that the adaptation as described applied to multicast services? The SWG Chair clarified that it was his understanding that the adaptation would apply to all services provided by the AIPN. Multicasting is one of these services and so the adaptation would apply to multicasting. As the changes proposed in S1-050441 seemed to be agreeable it was agreed to produce a CR in S1-050448 for presentation in the SA1 Plenary.

It was stated that AIPN is focusing upon the PS domain and also CS and IMS combinational services were handled by a different SA1 SWG  (the “19 club”). It was clarified that integrated services could be services such as integrated messaging. S1-050351 was revised to S1-050442 to capture the comments received. Due to lack of time it was not possible to discuss S1-050442 during the AIPN SWG and it will be provided to the SA1#28 Plenary for consideration.

Discussion:  

S1-050352 provided a proposal to include text on content based charging between operators. It was questioned by the chair how this differs from the text on flow based charging currently within TR 22.978 which appeared to be very similar to the new text proposed. It was clarified that content charging is different to flow based charging and that this proposal is primarily concerned within charging between operators. It was commented that content based charging is already contained within TS 22.115 and that inter-operator settlement is usually handled by bodies outside 3GPP such as the GSMA. 3GPP is responsible for providing the charging capabilities but how this is used for inter-operator settlement is outside the scope of 3GPP. Based on the discussion the AIPN SWG Chair invited the author of S1-050352 to look at the chapter on impact of charging models (chapter 4.3.1) and produce a CR proposing changes to this section.
Based on the discussion S1-050352 was revised to S1-050443. Due to lack of time it was not possible to discuss S1-050443 during the AIPN SWG and it will be provided to the SA1#28 Plenary for consideration.

The authors of this contribution were not familiar with the concept of IMS local services and the AIPN SWG Chair invited them to study the text in the IMS Stage 1 and come back with a new proposal if necessary. It was also noted that work on IMS local services has been dropped by CT1 due to lack of interest. The requirements still exist within the IMS Stage 1 but no work will be undertaken in CT1 unless company support is forthcoming.

Discussion:

Although S1-050378 was discussed in addition to the discussion of this contribution in the SA1#28 Plenary and the joint session between SA1 and SA2. The decision to introduce a chapter to the AIPN Stage 1 to capture requirements for Evolved UTRA(N) has been undertaken within the revision of the TS skeleton to be handled under a different work item. The issue of timescales for the AIPN Stage 1 was discussed. The Chair of the session proposed that the timescales be updated in order to present the AIPN Stage 1 for information @ SA#29 at the time that Rel-7 may be functionally frozen. However, it was felt that no changes to the timescales of the work on the AIPN Stage 1 be made. It was recognised that as the AIPN Stage 1 is to include work on the service requirements for Evolved UTRA(N) the work in SA1 may need to be publicised before the presentation to TSG SA and this could be achieved via LSs. It was also recognised that when work was split off the impact to the timescales for the work on the AIPN Stage 1 should be considered.

Furthermore, it was suggested that the work on the TR should be frozen from this meeting onwards as the AIPN WG and SA1 should be concentrating on work on the TS. This was inline with the discussions of TR 22.978 at SA#27 and it was agreed to propose this to the SA1#28 Plenary.
