Executive Summary:

1.1 General

This was the 6th dedicated Club XIX meeting attended by more than 10 delegates from 8 companies.

Note: An incoming LS from SA2 (S1-050758) " Same MSISDN for CS and IMS subscriptions for CSI " was handled in plenary on Monday and a reply LS (S1-050817) agreed on Tuesday, in time for the joint SA2-CT1 meeting in Sophia Antipolis on Thursday of this week. In the reply LS SA1 agreed with SA2 that, to facilitate a successful exchange of terminal capability information and combinational call set-up, the CS and IMS MSISDN should normally be the same.

The primary objective of this meeting was to address the comments raised in SA#28 when the CSICS stage 1 TS22.279 was sent for information. There were several focussed contributions that, following some agreed changes, fix the misalignment and inconsistency issues noted in the SA#28 meeting report.

Having agreed the changes to the TS, we then discussed a very interesting contribution from China Mobile (S1-050729) entitled "Requirement of Multi-user Scenario on CSICS Contribution CSICS".  This proposal was well received and, because further changes would be needed to the TS to accommodate the proposed new requirement, it was agreed that a more comprehensive CR should be submitted to our next meeting in October.

The updated TR22.279 v1.1.0 is now ready for SA1's agreement and to be sent to SA#29 for approval.

Once again I would like to thank all Club 19 members for their superb contribution to this work, enabling us to complete the stage 1 TS for Combinational Services on schedule.
