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1. Introduction

This contribution proposes text to clarify the relationship between the AIPN and other 3GPP functionalities, in particular IMS and Voice Call Continuity, within the AIPN Stage 1 in TS 22.258.
2. Discussion

At TSG SA#28, there was a discussion of the relationship between various work items currently being worked on within 3GPP. The relationship between AIPN and other work items was highlighted during the discussion as a particular example of an area for which coordination between work items would be desirable. The discussion was based on contribution SP-050327 and the result of the discussion was as follows (taken from TSG SA#28 Meeting Report v0.0.6):
“…the problem presented in the contribution was recognised and it was noted that TSG SA has the overall responsibility to coordinate the activities of the various work items. Each TSG SA WG should also work to ensure coordination of work items under their responsibility. After discussion, this document was noted.”
The discussion at TSG SA#28 implies that SA1 needs to be aware of the relationship between the work items under its responsibility and other work items. Based on this consideration, this contribution proposes to include text within the AIPN Stage 1 in TS 22.2258 to clarify the relationship between AIPN and IMS, and AIPN and Voice Call Continuity (VCC).

It should be noted that the text for IMS is heavily based upon the text already included within chapter 6.1 of the AIPN Feasibility Study in TR 22.978. The text for Voice Call Continuity has been based on the requirement for AIPN to support handover for CS voice services and AIPN equivalent services (i.e. VoIP) captured in chapter 5.2.1.4 of TR 22.978 and proposed for inclusion in the AIPN Stage 1 in a separate contribution to SA1#29 (S1-050677).

3. Proposal

The following text is proposed for inclusion with the AIPN Stage 1 in TS 22.258 v0.5.0.

Relationship of AIPN to other functionalities of the 3GPP system

IMS 

The AIPN incorporates IMS as a service and session control platform [x]. Specifically, AIPN incorporates the following features of IMS:
-
Provision of IMS services [x]

-
Support for IP multimedia sessions

-
IP Multimedia Session control [y]

-
QoS for IP multimedia sessions

-
Support of multiple UEs with a single IMS subscription.
As IMS constitutes the service and session control platform of the AIPN, the AIPN may place new requirements upon the IMS, in particular for IP session control.
12.2
Voice call continuity

The AIPN shall support voice call continuity [y], in particular voice call continuity between CS voice services provided over UTRAN/GERAN and IMS voice services (i.e. Voice over IP) provided over EUTRAN.
