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We have recognized that one important part of functionality compared to the speech telephony service TS11 is missing in the BS 30 based video telephony.

In TS11, in case of e.g. call failure conditions, the user is notified about that - not only by signaling and thus a displayed message but usually also by an announcement that is being played to the affected subscriber(s) if possible.

As a matter of fact, this is not possible with a BS30 based video telephony call as 3GPP currently rules out the usage of announcements to bearer services.

It is therefore proposed to introduce a video telephony user service requirement in section 6 of 22.903:

Notifications to the User 

A network should provide notifications to the user(s) if needed, e.g., if the call set-up is unsuccessful or modified (e.g., by applying supplementary services).
Notifications can consist of audible (e.g. announcement) and / or of visible ( e.g. picture or video) and / or textual information.
