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1. Discussion:
In chapter 5.1.1 Network selection the third abstract is not clear when talking about ‘not currently useable networks’. One might suggest this is based on terminal capabilities which are not suitable to camp on a specific network or it also might be to special RF conditions. 

2. Proposal:

It is proposed to delete the sentence as follows:
5.1.1
Network Reselection

No mechanism exists for the HPLMN to request that a UE selects a different VPLMN whilst roaming. Currently this only happens when through the use of the background scan when the UE is on a non-preferred network. 

The timing of when the new network is selected should happen at a point where the user is not inconvenienced. 


No mechanism exists for the HPLMN to request that a UE selects a different I-WLAN whilst roaming once an I-WLAN has been selected.
