Executive Summary:

1.1
General

The VT/MITe SWG worked with two work items; Videotelephony (which had 10 contributions)

And Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS (which had 3 contributions and 2 LS). Two contributions also directed the WIDs itself.

Three CRs towards 22.011 and 22.101 and one LS from CT3 was allocated to the SWG but not handled due to time constraints.

The Videotelephony WID was updated to limit the scope to videotelephony over CS and to remove a potential overlap with MITe regarding videotelephony over PS. The output document that contains the suggested new WID is found in S1-050613.

The Videotelephony TR 22.903 has been updated after contributions to the following chapter:

· Ch 4.2 related to Videotelephony over PS was removed.

· Ch 4 and 6 with regards to Supplementary Services, particular “HOLD” was added.

· Ch 6 with subchapters on “Emergency call”, In-call Modification and Notifications.

· Ch 7 with regard to backward compatibility

· A conclusion chapter in the end of the TR (no text so far) was added.

The latest version of TR 22.903 is found in S1-050837.

The “Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS” way of working was discussed; the agreed way was to start with analysing a subset of the CS supplementary services and compare them with the work done by TISPAN.

The suggested TR skeleton was agreed after online editing and a comparison between CS and IMS capabilities is  captured in chapter 8. The agreed version of the TR 22.XYZ is S1-050838.

S1-050616:

Question on the future proofness of this proposal for VT and emergency calls. It was stated to limit it just for timing constrains and to have it in later specifications. 

It was explained that VT calls to 112 could be handled as non emergency calls. Flexibility should be provided for support of VT calls to emergency centers, because some PSAPs already could do it and it should be an operators decision.

Question is raised if then the VT call is indicated as emergency call. This is not seen as part of the work and we should not try to do it in here. Agreement is reached that it is not intended to have an emergency VT call.

It was clarified that in specifications it is clearly indicated that any numer identified as emergency number will lead to TS12. 

Also the TR should not impose requirements as this is left open to the TS. It should list the facts as it is now.

Text is agreed with modifications.

S1-050618:

Question for SCUDIF: are SCUDIF specs affected and is this already covered by SCUDIF? Yes, but SCUDIF is only talking about BS 30 and this should be the introduction of the VT Teleservice.

Upgrade is questioned: is it the intended? Is it intended that the network is automatically upgrading again? The user should be able to deny the service change. 

Is it needed to have user interaction at any case? No, downgrade should automatically take place, but on any upgrade the user should accept.

First paragraph: change receiving party to called party.

Double check with 22.101 is needed to avoid contradictions.

The doc was agreed with changes.

S1-050659:

Question on the scope and the selected codecs for 3GPP video codecs. It was clarified that 3GPP2 is more focussing on the PS VTand interworking should be possible.

It was also indicted that interworking PS to CSVT is complex and it should not be covered in this doc, but a separate WID may araise in future.

It was agreed that interworking is a desirable feature and should be for further study.

It was discussed that interworking may occure with 3PP2 and fixed networks.

It was agreed that interworking with the Multimedia IMS telephony call shall be possible.

The meeting was not able to agree on an acceptable wording the original intend of the contribution. 

The document was not agreed/rejected. Inputs to the next meetings were encouraged.

S1-050680:

Question was raised on the fact of multilingual issues. This is already existing today with announcements when roaming.

Issue was that this is a reaction on release causes. It was commented that in some cases the announcement is not be able to be played as the user is already disconnected and only the terminal can react on the release cause, but the other party could be interacted with an announcement or similar.

It was clarified that this is not intended to cover the BS 30 but only the new VT teleservice.

The doc was agreed.

The TISPAN document is very good baseline for countercheck to the TR.

The proposal was raised to take the TISPAN doc and run through chapter by chapter to identify missing issues in IMS.

It was seen important to analyse the capabilities from 3GPP point of view, which may of may not be different.

It was questioned if the note mentioning of TISPAN is intentionally. It was clarified that it reflects the opinion of the group and not specifically TISPAN. 

It was discussed that this piece of work should reflect the definition of IMS in one body and help TISPAN to rely on IMS of 3GPP.

The last paragraph on the user or operator specific implementations is not reflecting reality. Standardisation never excludes user or operator specific implementations. It was clarified that the wording of minimum set of capabilities might lead to such impression.

The intention was mainly to focus on the minimum set of capabilities and it is proposed to take this into account when working on the TR.

Therefore the document was noted.

There is the need to transport the ID to the B-Party for CLI issues.

It was mentioned, that waiting indications to the A-party should also be captured, cause it is missing in the IMS.

Priorisation of services should be checked with TISPAN. It was stated that the whole TISPAN docs was not considered by the author. This could be seen as first attempt and should be further aligned with TISPAN.

Mandatory services should be checked against the TISPAN mandatory supplementary services.

Checking with TISPAN docs it is concluded that only ACR and MCID are not covered by the Nortel Doc. So the Nortel doc reflects almost perfectly the TISPAN needs. 

It was felt that the list is good to focus the work.

It was agreed that the meeting should study the services under paragraph '2. Prioritisation' of the doc first.

It was felt that the document fits under the Chapter 8 on supplementary services of the TR. 

Mandatory services should be indicated in a conclusion section and not at the very beginning of the TR. So it is proposed not focus on mandatory and optional subchapters. The subchapters 8.1 to 8.4 should be deleted and only the supplementary services should be listed in chapter 8.

Possible reason for TISPAN to put mandatory services is regulatory requirements and 3GPP should not decide on this basis. It is recommended from this meeting not to focus on mandatory and optional supplementary service.

Also on chapter 5 the mandatory and optional procedures seem not to be appropriate and it is proposed to delete the subchapters 5.1. and 5.2. Agreed.

Chapter 6:

Also here the subchapters are prejudging issues and should therefore be deleted.
