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Introduction

Since combinational service can allow user establish a combinational call between two parties, it can make the cs call more interesting by sharing the  user’s experience, such as living video, picture.  And in some user cases, the caller want to share not only one people but also the friends group. 

Fox example, John is invited to a funny party, and he is very excited by the live show. So he make a combinational call to jenny, chatting and sharing the live show. Then  they want to Tom join the call, it can allow John to add Tom to the combinational call.

So it is necessary multi-user scenario requirement  shall be supported by CSICS.
Proposal

It is proposed to clarify that multi-user scenario requirement  shall be supported by CSICS.

General Requirements

The user (A or B party) shall only need to know one address in order to establish the combinational service. 

It shall be possible to add an IMS session to a CS speech call, thereby creating a combinational call.

It shall be possible to add a CS speech call to an IMS session, thereby creating a combinational session.

It shall be possible to add an IMS session to a CS Multimedia call, thereby creating a combinational call.
It shall be possible to add a CS Multimedia call to an IMS session, thereby creating a combinational session.
It shall be possible to allow multi-party/multi-user configurations, thereby creating a shared combinational call/session with all users within the multi-party/multi-user sessions. 

The following two service modes will exist in regards to IMS registration depending on different UE implementations:

IMS pre established state: the CSICS capable UE performs the IMS registration at switch on.
