5.1. Handset and User Identification

Existing methods of handset and user identification shall be supported. This means that a unique identity (e.g IMEI) should be provided in the handset and a unique user identity (e.g. IMSI) should be provided in the UICC.

5.3 MVNO Support

It shall be possible to support and inter-work with virtual operators (MVNOs). There are different types of MVNO: the simplest own only their own identity (ie unique MCC+MNC) and rely on a network operator for access and core network functionality. Others may have their own core network as well as their own identity and will need only access capability from a network operator. It should be possible to support  all types of MVNO. 
5.4 Service Capability Set

The AIPN shall be capable of supporting and inter-working with services provided on pre-Rel-6 networks.  

A basic service capability set needs to be defined for AIPN to facilitate inter-working. This service capability set should include support for the following categories of services that are likely to be used by the majority of operators:
· Voice

· Video

· Messaging

· Data file exchange
