Backwards compatibility requirements



Considering the timescales of Release 7 as well as the natural delay before equipment compliant with the latest technical specifications enter the market, it is envisaged that there will be a fairly large population of UE and networks that will not support the more advanced functionalities of the Rel-7 videotelephony service.

In order to guarantee a smooth migration towards the latest technology it should be possible for a Rel-7 videotelephony UE to initiate and terminate a call towards a pre-Release 7 UE. In other words, it is required that a release 7 UE behaves towards a pre-release 7 network and/or UE as a pre-release 7 UE. 

It would also be desirable that the Rel-7 UE (and the user) is informed of the capabilities of the other party (and of the supporting network) so that certain functionalities can be temporarily disabled.
