Requirements as derived from letter of European Commission
· Launch the necessary actions to come to a harmonized implementation of and use by public authorities of public alert systems. 
Existing GSM networks are to be used as much as possible to achieve a rapid introduction of public alert systems via the mobile phone.
· The public warning system shall be able to address a large number of citizens (including roamers (tourists)) in near real-time with information that is relevant to their location.
· In order to ensure that an effective and simple to use public alert system can be realized, there is need for detailed minimum guidelines on the behaviour of handsets. 
· Alert messages should get top priority, be recognized by the user as special messages of high importance directly related to his security, override other messages or other mechanisms in the GSM/UMTS standards, and stay on the display for a while regardless of the user setting.
· The solution needs to be able to handle multiple languages. The solution needs to respond to the needs of a multi-lingual society including situations where more than one script is in use as the official language.
· The GSM/UMTS system has certain built-in capabilities to minimize the battery power consumption. The implementation should be optimized using the available mechanisms and ensure acceptable battery lifetime for the user.
These requirements do not address issues related to the integrity of the end-to-end alert system and/or the chain of command. The necessary procedures and technical measures for authentication and validation of alert messages as well as preventing false messages being sent through intrusion into the GSM network and other related issues will need to be discussed and agreed by separate course of action involving the relevant authorities and industry.
