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The following changes are proposed to TR22.935 v1.1.0.

5.2.3
Reliability

The reliability functional requirements outlined in Section 4.4 of TS 22.071 are applicable to LCS for I-WLAN.
If the location of an I-WLAN (e.g. I-WLAN Access Point) is used to determine the position of a UE, then it must be ensured that the reported location of that I-WLAN is accurate. If the I-WLAN has been moved, then the location information associated with it must be updated before it is used again. The consequences of providing false I-WLAN location information can be serious, e.g. for an emergency call. Methods of ensuring the reliability fall outside the scope of SA1, but may involve calibrating the access point’s location using another 3GPP positioning technology, or including a warning flag if accuracy can not be guaranteed.
