Introduction

MBMS reception over generic IP accesses is almost indispensable for operators who are about to deploy MBMS services. It is envisaged that many operators would own both PLMN and IP networks, so it is important the user is able to continue receiving MBMS services while moving into other IP accesses than UTRAN and GERAN. Since some IP accesses may have multicast or broadcast capabilities while other don’t, different procedures are expected. It seems that seamless service provision during handover is difficult to achieve in this stage, but obviously, it shall be possible to receive the services after successful handover.
Based on the discussion, the following requirements shall be stated in the TS 22.146.
1) It shall be possible to access MBMS services from different IP accesses.

2) If the access system supports multicast or broadcast (e.g. Ethernet or NBMA accesses), it shall be possible to utilize the multicast/broadcast capabilities of the access system.

3) If the access system does not support multicast or broadcast (e.g. ADSL), it shall be possible to use multiple point-to-point connections instead of multcast/broadcast.

4) In case of handover between different accesses, the MBMS services are expected to be available after handover although interruption is acceptable when moving.

Proposal
