IP Address Support

User device IP addresses should be not be visible to the user and should be allocated and managed without user intervention. IP address management needs to ensure that roaming and mobility between legacy networks and AIPN is facilitated and achieved within the required performance limits and that security risks are minimised.

User Sign-on

Users should not have to sign-on more than once irrespective of whether they start on a legacy network or a AIPN. The AIPN shall be capable of "Identity Federation" with legacy networks.
