Automated changing of subscriptions in the UE
A user may hold multiple subscriptions, thus being a subscriber to multiple operators.  In 3GPP the UE may support multiple subscriptions (manifested by e.g. multiple USIMs and/or ISIMs being present in the UE).
If  more than one subscription is present in the UE it shall be possible that the UE automatically de-activates the currently active subscription and activates a different subscription in the following cases:

a) VCC: when the IMS and the CS domain belong to different operators and when the user has a subscription with each operator:
After VCC has occurred and after the call is completed and the UE is idle it shall be possible that the UE, based on operator policies and user preferences, automatically de-activates the currently active subscription and activates the subscription associated with the operator of the network in which the call was completed.
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
