Background

The network supports the use of talker priorities in VGCS, such as normal, privileged and emergency. But these priorities are all used in the uplink request for talking, and there is not a dedicated priority for the uplink request for sending non-voice data. Uplink requests with a normal priority can not override any subscriber, even when the uplink is occupied to send non-voice data. Usually, voice service should have a higher priority than non-voice service in any cases.
In this document, Huawei proposes a new priority lower than normal used for the uplink request for non-voice service only in VGCS.

Proposal
Requirements for the use of non-voice service for individual VGCS subscribers in parallel to an active group call are introduced in TS 42.068, such as SMS and GPRS. The uplink of the group call channel may be used to send some non-voice data when it is not occupied by other subscribers. But if too many subscribers use the uplink to send non-voice data, or one subscriber has occupied the uplink for a relatively long time to send non-voice data, the uplink request with a normal or higher priority for talking will not be handled by the netowrk in time, which can not be accepted by public authority officials.
Huawei proposes a priority lower than normal should be intorduced in uplink request for non-voice service. Thus even when the uplink is seized by the service subscriber for sending non-voice data, the uplink request with normal or higher priority for talking shall be able to interrupt the transmission of the  current non-voice service, and begin to speak immediately.
