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1. Introduction

This contribution proposes to add a detailed description and service examples of AIPN services to the AIPN Stage 1, based on the content of the AIPN Feasibility Study in TR 22.978 v7.1.0 and the work so far on the AIPN Stage 1 in TS 22.258.
2. Discussion

The AIPN Feasibility Study in TR 22.978 contains a description of the enhanced services to be provided by the AIPN. Although discussed in the context of Liaison Statements (e.g. to RAN on the subject of service requirements for EUTRAN) and referenced to in the context of a minimum set of services to be provided between operators, a more comprehensive description of the services to be provided by the AIPN is necessary within the AIPN Stage 1. This contribution proposes improvements to chapter 5 (‘High Level Requirements’) of the AIPN Stage 1 in TS 22.258 to cover this area appropriately.
3. Proposal

The following text is proposed for inclusion with the AIPN Stage 1 in TS 22.258 v1.1.0.

5.3
AIPN services

The AIPN shall be capable of providing a wide variety of end-user services. Moreover, the AIPN shall be capable of providing user-to-user and user-to-group real-time conversational and non-real time services, including packet-switched voice/multimedia telephony with appropriate provision for supplementary services.
Examples of services an AIPN shall be capable of supporting is listed below (non-exhaustive list):

Advanced application services 
-
Conversational services e.g., voice, multimedia telephony

Fixed/Mobile converged services
-
Group communication services 
-
Integrated services e.g. a mixture of telephony and messaging services

-
Media streaming applications

-
Moving Networks, Ad-hoc Networks, Personal Networks and Personal Area Networks
-
Non-real time, interactive applications, e.g., Web browsing, chat

-
Real-time, interactive applications e.g. real-time gaming applications

-
Seamless services (e.g. across terminals/access systems, adaptable to terminal capabilities, etc) 

-
Ubiquitous services (e.g. associations with huge number of sensors, RF tags, etc.)

5.3.1
Service Capability Set
The AIPN shall be capable of supporting and inter-working with services provided on Rel-6 and earlier networks.  

In order to facilitate rapid service creation and allow for operator specific variations, services and applications to be provided by the AIPN shall be based on the AIPN service capabilities available and not rigidly standardised. However, a basic service capability set should be defined for AIPN to facilitate inter-working. This service capability set should include support for the following categories of services that are likely to be used by the majority of operators:
