Conclusion




In this study there are four different cases defined, Case 1- Manual Switching, Case 2 – Automatic switching with an overlay function, Case – 3 Extending the selection of one system to another and Case – 4 Multiple systems operational simultaneous. The different cases have increasing level of interaction between the 3GPP and non-3GPP systems starting with Case 1 which does not have any interaction at all and the selection between the systems is done manually.
There are and will be even more terminals supporting both 3GPP standard and non-3GPP standard and it is important that the standard does not prohibit the use of these terminals however after completion of this study the added standard work with Case 3 and 4 does not have, at this point in time, any realistic use case. 
For Case 1 and 2 there are important issues for the multi system terminal,
· it shall be 3GPP compliant

· the switching between the 3GPP system and the non-3GPP system shall not affect the 3GPP system in a harmful way

and for the 3GPP specifications,

· 3GPP specification shall support Case 1 and 2 multi system terminals

September 2005 versions of rel-6 specifications are supporting a Case 1 and 2 multi system terminal.
