Service Description
The IP Multimedia Telephony Service should allow multimedia conversational communications between two ore more users in different locations. It provides real time bidirectional conversational transfer of audio, video or optionally other types of data. 
The IP Multimedia Telephony communication is point to point between terminals communicating through a bi-directional connection. This connection is usually symmetrical, but in special cases the media components present in each direction may be different, or they may be the same but with different bit rates and Quality of Service.
The IP Multimedia Telephony service needs to have a friendly user interface allowing an easy use in a family context.

The IP Multimedia Telephony service could be used in different situations, as for example: 

· speech conversation,
· visual conversation with both audio and video,

· chat,
· face-to-face conversation with simultaneous transfer of pictographical data such as images, documents and files of other kinds,

An IP Multimedia Telephony communication can start with only one type of media and additional types of medias might or might not be added by the users as the communication progress. Therefore a particular IP Multimedia Telephony communication can consist of only one type of media, e.g. speech.
