Automated changing of subscriptions in the UE
A user may hold multiple subscriptions, thus being a subscriber to multiple operators.  However, only one of them may be operationally active at a time.
If a user holds more than one subscription, it shall be possible to automatically change the subscription registration (i.e., the subscription which is operationally active) in the following cases:
a) VCC: when the IMS and the CS domain belong to different operators and when the user has a subscription with each operator.

[Note: Other cases may be added.]

Any change in the operationally active subscription shall only be made with the consent of both operators and the user.
Note: under some circumstance (e.g. radio coverage considerations), a subscriber may be unable to originate or receive communications in the absence of a subscription change.  Enabling the possibility to automate a subscription change offers the possibility to provide an improved user experience.
