Discussion:

Document 050927 was discussed.  As a result of the discussion, the following points were noted:
· There appears to be a need for further study in SA-1 on the issues of multiple subscriptions in converged 3GPP-fixed access networks.
· The rationale for the requirement in the CR of document S1-050898 was questioned.  In the discussion, some participants indicated that they had no strong opinion as to whether or not a 2—subscription call would remain under the same subscription during VCC.  They indicated that the relative degree of solution complexity might influence their opinion on this issue.  (It is expected that information on this will be made available as part of SA-2’s VCC Technical Report.)  Since no further information is currently available, it was agreed that continued support for the CR of S1-050898 would be unwise at this time.  Thus the group agreed to request SA-1 to rescind that CR.
· There is a need to give appropriate attention to the linkage between the VCC work and the work of the CSI project.  The group agreed that this topic is for further study.
Document 050928 proposed a list of Supplementary Services that should be supported.  The impacts on the supplementary services in case VCC is executed were also described...  The proposal was approved as a new CR after modifications. Modifications included editorial changes and the use of a sentence which was proposed in 050931.  The result is the CR documented in S1-050934.
Document 050930 proposed additions to the list of triggers in the CR of Document S1-050900 (CR No. 171).  The proposed new items were not agreed to, but a revision to the text of the CR was agreed.  The result is a proposed revision to the CR No. 171, which is documented in S1-050936.  Thus S1-050936 is a proposed revision of CR 171 (i.e., it is CR No. 171 R1).
Document 050931 proposed a list of supplementary services that should be supported along with clarification requirements text.  This document was discussed along with document 050928.  The proposed list in this document was not agreed to but one sentence of the proposed clarifying text was agreed to be included in the CR of document 050934.

Document 050933 was presented and discussed.  It provided an updated description of the four VCC service scenarios that were submitted to SA-1 previously.  The fourth scenario (in which a subscriber may be reachable by separate identities, one E.164 number provisioned in the CS service provider and the other provisioned in an IMS service provider) received the greatest amount of discussion.  It was agreed that this document, and the discussion surrounding it, provided answers to many of the questions raised in document 050927. 

As part of the discussion of Document 050933, the question was raised as to whether additional requirements need to be developed to support the fourth scenario.  After the discussion it was agreed that the following is currently supported by existing 3GPP requirements documents:

It shall be possible to support the case when the IMS and the CS domain belong to different operators and when the user has an identity in each domain.

Thus, the group agreed that no new requirements need to be developed to support this scenario at this time.

Document 050932 proposed a modification to the proposal developed in Povoa de Varzim, Portugal regarding automatic switching of subscriptions after VCC is executed.  It was noted that since the group had agreed to request the rescinding of the CR of 050898, this proposal may not be necessary.  Thus the document was noted, but no action was taken.
2.5 Placement of VCC on the Release 7 Exception List 

At the end of the meeting Dr. Bailey proposed that the VCC requirements effort be placed on the Release 7 exception list.  He indicated that it was possible that additional proposals may be made regarding handset behaviour during VCC, UICCs in UEs (e.g., USIMs and ISIMs in UICC(s)), additional supplementary services, or profiles applicable to VCC.  However, the majority of the group felt that since it was unclear whether any additional requirements work is needed, that a request to be placed on the exception list was not justified.
Thus there was no clear rationale for adding VCC to Release 7 exception list, since it was felt that the requirements are sufficiently complete.  Despite this, it was noted that companies can submit additional CRs to refine the VCC requirements at any time.
2.6 Future Meetings

There was no request for additional VCC meeting time at future meetings from this ad hoc meeting.
