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Discussion

TS 23.122 allow for multiple PLMNs to be treated as the HPLMN through the use of the EHPLMN feature. The "In VPLMN" procedures defines that UE should behave in a distinct manner when roaming into a VPLMN compared to when the HPLMN is selected.

If the EHPLMN feature were used to treat a number of PLMNs from different countries as the HPLMN, then consideration should be given as to the expected behaviour when the UE is outside of the country "of origin" as defined by the IMSI.

In the case where a UE is outside of its country of origin, but roaming into a country where a network that is included as an EHPLMN is selected it may be desirable to allow the "In VPLMN" procedures to apply.
