	User experience is one of the important factors when providing a service. Because most IMS users have experienced CS telephony services, it is definetly important to provide a similar or enhanced level of user experience to IMS users when they use IMS services such as voice or data communication. 

However, section 7, user service requirements, of the TS22.228 only handles the user experience of a call between IMS users and users in CS domain/PSTN-style networks especially in CS domain user’s point of view. That is, this TS has missed IMS user’s experience. 

In addition, SA2 has started the work item ‘Study on IMS enhancements and optimisations for real time communication’, which requires the related requirements. Therefore, we propose to add the requirement for IMS user experience to the TS 22.228.
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	When a call is made between IMS users the experience of the IMS users should not substantially differ from that of a call between two CS telephony network users in terms of aspects such as the delay to set-up communications and the total permissible delay in transporting traffic such as speech and data between the end users.

User service requirements

IP multimedia sessions provide the ability for users to invoke IP multimedia applications to send and receive (where applicable) voice and data communications, even when roaming. This includes interworking with existing voice and data networks for both fixed (e.g. PSTN, ISDN, internet etc.) and mobile users.

The IM CN subsystem shall support interworking with existing fixed and mobile voice and IP data networks, including PSTN, ISDN, Mobile and Internet.

It shall be possible to have basic voice calls between IMS users and users in CS domain/PSTN-style networks. When an IM session originates or terminates in a CS telephony call, the experience of the CS telephony network user should not substantially differ from that of a call between two CS telephony network users in terms of aspects such as the delay to set-up communications and the total permissible delay in transporting speech between the end users. The IM CN subsystem does not necessarily have to support all services offered by the CS telephony network. 
When a call is made between IMS users, the experience of the IMS users should not substantially differ from that of a call between two CS telephony network users in terms of aspects such as the delay to set-up communications and the total permissible delay in transporting traffic such as speech and data between the end users.
