Conclusions

From the analysis of the contents of this technical report it can be concluded that it would be advantageous to standardise videotelephony as a teleservice. This will result beneficial in the following areas:

· ability to negotiate the codecs used in the VT call using already standardised mechanisms available today for teleservices

· ability to differentiate the charging between videotelephony and data transfers using BS30

· simplification of the procedures for call modification 

· simplification of procedures for downgrading the service to speech in case of changing from 3G to 2G and vice versa

· simplification of the support of supplementary services under a logical point of view (it is clear what teleservice the supplementary service supplements) and technical point of view (easier to manipulate the interaction in the core network and re-use of the table in 22.004)

· possibility of offering a subscription and simplification of the set up of roaming agreements as well as interoperator charging

· possibility (if ever required) to support more efficiently emergency videotelephony calls
