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1. Discussion
In this WI, issues or requirements related to 3GPP Network Selection Principles have been considerably discussed and clarified. Therefore, it is assumed that the conclusion of the TR will be produced in this meeting. In order to progress technical studies on this issue e.g. in CT1, and further technical specification work in SA1 a clear and concise conclusion should be produced for the SA1 study in TR 22.811.
In order to ensure that technical solutions solve all the issues and satisfy all the necessary requirements, we should explicitly and appropriately highlight the key points of the study in the conclusion.
Based on a review of the complete content of TR 22.811, the following key points are identified.
(1) Ability of the Home operator to control their user’s selection of visited network from the perspective of service provisioning, access technology, terminal capability, and so on.
(2) Improvements (i.e. shortening) of the duration time for network selection, whilst also satisfying the 1st bullet point above.
It is thought that combination of OTA updates and utilization of current parameters (e.g. operator PLMN, forbidden PLMN) and addition of some parameters (e.g. blacklist) in the USIM with increased parameter size can satisfy the 1st bullet.
However, as stated in section 5.3 “Backward Compatibility” of TR 22.811, the utilisation of entities from different 3GPP releases should also be considered. This requires not only the listing of backward compatibility considerations but also the study and production of solutions that satisfy these backward compatibility conditions, e.g. approaches without OTA updates (e.g. list update with registration procedure) would be an effective method to satisfy these conditions. Therefore, this aspect should also be included in the conclusion of TR 22.811.
2. Conclusion
Based on the discussion above the following points are proposed for inclusion in the conclusion of TR 22.811.

· Ability of the Home operator to control their user’s selection of visited network from the perspective of service provisioning, access technology, terminal capability, and so on.

· Improvement (i.e. shortening) of the duration time for network selection whilst also satisfying the 1st bullet point above.

· Approaches with and without OTA updates (e.g. list update with registration procedure) should be investigated, considering the utilization of different release entities.
