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1. Overall Description:

3GPP-CT6 would like to thank OMA-DM  for the Liaison Statement document: OMA-DM-2005-0192-LS_on_Management_Objects (C6-050459) and would also like to share its opinion regarding the MMS provisioning data overlap between 3GPP specifications and OMA-DM CP enablers. 

The format and definition of MMS provisioning parameters have been covered in 3GPP for Release 4 since early 2000.  The 3GPP-CT6 specifications referenced in this Liaison Statement were done based on requirements provided by the 3GPP-SA1 group.

The following areas were and are covered:

· Definition of Provisioning Data as described in the referenced documents:

· EFMMSN (Notification) – Linear Fixed (updated by the Terminal)

· EFEXT8 (Extension 8) – Linear Fixed (updated by the Terminal)

· EFMMSICP (MMS Issuer Connectivity Parameters) – Transparent (updated by the Smart Card Issuer)

· EFMMSUP (MMS User Preferences) – Linear Fixed  (updated by the User)

· EFMMSUCP (MMS User Connectivity Parameters) – Transparent (updated by the User)

· Format of the containers (files inside the Smart Card) for the provisioned data

· Transportation of data from the Smart Cards to the terminals

As identified by OMA-DM in document OMA-DM-2005-0165-Support-for-the-Answer-to-Service-Parameters-Management (http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/DM/2005/OMA-DM-2005-0165-Support-for-the-Answer-to-Service-Parameters-Management-.zip), there is currently an overlap in the format of MMS provisioning data between the 3GPP specifications (see the references) and OMA-DM CP enablers (http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/DM/Permanent_documents/OMA-w4-Application-Characteristic-for-MMS-V1_2-20040930-C.zip) when the Smart Card is used.
3GPP-CT6 would like to propose a continued collaboration with OMA-DM (and any other relevant OMA groups) to ensure that:

· For the existing 3GPP frozen specifications (from Release 4 to Release 6), where there is an inconsistency between the format of provisioning parameters defined by 3GPP and those defined by OMA, the 3GPP format shall be used in priority according to 3GPP procedures and requirements.  For example, according to 3GPP TS 23.140 (§7.1.14), MMS provisioning parameters defined in 3GPP specifications (3GPP TS 31.102 and 3GPP TS 51.011) shall be used when present.  Adhering to this will prevent backward compatibility problems with pre-existing terminal implementations.
· For future releases of specifications (e.g., 3GPP Release 7+ and future OMA CP/DM evolutions), a new mechanism for storing provisioning data in the UICC may be studied for newly-defined provisioning parameters in order to ensure a consistent and interoperable approach to delivery, storage, and use of these parameters. 
3GPP-CT6 would like to thank OMA-DM and OMA-MWG MMSG for their efforts in resolving interoperability issues between OMA CP and 3GPP provisioning, and we look forward to further cooperation.
